Motion was made by Councilwoman Keller to go to executive session for legal and personal issues per Idaho Code 67-2345.  The motion was 2nd by Councilman Dinsdale.  The vote was as follows:

Executive session adjourned at 9:15 and open session began
MATTER OF APPOINTMENT OF NEW PROSECUTING ATTORNEY: 
Shan Perry stated that regarding some legal issues that have come up concerning the appointment of a new prosecuting attorney.  In reviewing the state statue on an appointment, the statue states that an appointment requires half of the City Council plus one.  This means that in a council of six there would need to an approval of four council members for a valid appointment.  When the vote was made at the last council meeting there was only three yes votes and three no vote with the Mayor breaking the tie.  However, this was not a valid appointment.  Also there was an issue regarding the old City prosecutor who was with the Dunn and Clark Law Firm.  There is now a question on weather or not Law Firm would continue as City prosecutor.  In Mr. Perry’s legal opinion the appointment was given to Steve Clark and not the law firm and therefore the City is at a void right now and that the City should table any actions tonight and to go though an interview process.  In the mean time Mr. Perry asked the council to entertain a motion to contract with Penny Schall temporarily until an appointment could be made. 
Councilman Brown made the motion to retain Penny Schall as City prosecuting attorney on temporary bases.  Councilman Blackburn 2nd the motion all voted yes except for Councilman Dinsdale who voted No.

Councilman Brown made the motion that the monthly fee for Ms. Shall would be $1,200.00 per month for criminal prosecuting cases effective January 1st.  Councilman Smith 2nd the motion all voted yes except for Councilman Dinsdale who voted No.
Councilman Brown made the motion to table the appointment of a new prosecuting attorney until the City Council could further interview and make a qualified decision based on the applicant’s qualifications.  Councilman Blackburn 2nd the motion and all approved.

JEFFERSON COUNTY COMMISSIONER:
Jefferson County Commissioner, Brett Olaveson had to leave the meeting, however, James Lynch the County Building Inspector was available and Mr. Lynch asked the City Council if they would renew the contract that expired on January 1st of this year.  Mr. Perry asked if a copy of the contract be left for him to review and that the matter would be placed on the February 6, 2007 agenda.
Councilman Blackburn made the motion to accept the minutes as amended.  Councilman Smith 2nd the motion, all approved. 
Councilman Smith made the motion to pay the bills.  Councilman Brown 2nd the motion, all approved.

RECREATION CENTER FINANCIAL REPORT:

Cheryl Kirchner presented the Council with information concerning the growth of memberships over the last year.  Mrs. Kirchner explained that the annual membership was 399 paid members and out of that total 133 were city residents and 264 county residents.  Overall use of the Recreation Center was from residents out side the city.  Mrs. Kirchner stated the over the past four months, October though January, the amount of membership revenue was $17,483.28.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Kris Thomson:  asked when the Council goes into executive session if they could let people know how long it would last.
Councilman Smith made the motion to adjourn the open meeting at 9:15 pm.  Councilman Blackburn 2nd the motion, all approved.
