
 MINUTES OF RIGBY CITY COUNCIL MEETING

Rigby City Hall Council Chambers
March 6, 2007

MATTER OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST: 
John Osai presented to the Council a conflict of interest waiver for the development of the property owned by Mr. & Mrs. Crank.  Shan Perry reviewed with the Council why a conflict of interest waiver was needed for Mr. Osai.
Councilwoman Keller made the motion to bring this item back on the table. Councilman Dinsdale 2nd the motion and all approved.

Councilman Blackburn asked Mr. Osai what his plans were for developing the property.  Mr. Osai stated that he would be putting in a road and the development would most likely have multifamily dwellings.
Councilman Brown felt that the reason that Mr. Osai was going through this procedure was basically to let the City know of this Conflict.
Councilman Smith ask if Mr. Osai was to step down as Planning and Zoning attornery when his development was presented to the Planning and Zoning board then would there be an additional cost to the City for another attorney.  Mr. Perry explained that he would then take Mr. Osai’s place and there would be no additional costs.

Councilwoman Keller made the motion to accept Mr. Osai’s Conflict of Interest waiver. Councilman Dinsdale 2nd the motion and all approved. 
MATTER OF NEW RECREATION CENTER BOARD MEMBER:
Councilman Marriott presented to the Council the name of Lynne Meacham to be on the Recreation Center Board.  Councilman Marriott felt that Mrs. Meacham would be an asset the Board.
Councilman Marriott made the motion to appoint Lynne Meacham as a Recreation Center Board member.  Councilwoman Keller 2nd the motion and all approved.

MATTER OF THE CONTRACT WITH EAGLE ROCK SANITATION:
Shan Perry received the contract from Eagle Rock Sanitation; however there were was some concerns with how they would be picking up the local business.  Most of the local businesses can not be picked up on weekly bases and there is not room enough for a lager container.  Mr. Perry stated that he would get back with Eagle Rock Sanitation and have them review the business’s daily pick up schedule.  
MATTER OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF 5TH WEST STREET:

Councilman Dinsdale asked the Council to enforce the Annexation/Development Agreement and the Settlement Agreement with H&S Development and have H&S finish their part of 5th West.
There was discussion on what would be a reasonable time frame for H&S to finish their part of 5th West.  The Council asked Scott Stoker if he could answer this concern.  Mr. Stoker stated that if the Council forced H&S to put in 5th West that they would not put the road in.  However if the Council would allow H&S to proceed with their second phase then they would then put in 5th West.

Shan Perry asked Mr. Stoker if none of these items were issues how long would it take to complete the road.  Mr. Stoker stated it could be done within six weeks.
Councilman Dinsdale made the motion to have H&S Development as per their agreements complete 5th West Street by September 1, 2007.  Councilwoman Keller 2nd the motion and the vote were as follows:
Councilman Brown – No

Councilwoman Keller – Yes

Councilman Dinsdale – Yes

Councilman Smith – No

Councilman Marriott – Yes

Councilman Blackburn – No
Mayor Goody broke the tie by voting yes and the motion passed.

MATTER OF THE NEW SEWER TREATMENT PLANT & COLLECTION SYSTEM:
Councilman Dinsdale informed the Council on the status of the new sewer treatment plant and the collection system.  Councilman Dinsdale was concern about the current proposed cost of $9 million for the sewer treatment plant.  With this increased cost there would be no extra money for the collection system.
Councilman Dinsdale felt that a back up plan was needed.  Councilman Dinsdale explained that he has talked to a company back East and they have a system that cost less and can be installed quicker.  This is a proven system and is a system that should be considered.
The council also needs to consider adding another sub pump and running a line over to the Burgess Canal.  By doing this the sub water level would be reduce by at least half and this would be less water that would be running through the sewer treatment lagoons.

Councilman Smith made the motion to accept the minutes with the correction that were noted.  Councilman Marriott 2nd the motion, all approved. 
Councilman Blackburn made the motion to pay the bills.  Councilman Brown 2nd the motion, all approved.  Councilman Smith abstained from voting on the deposit refund for his daughter-in-law.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Tom Thomson asked how detailed to the minutes needed to be?  Shan Perry explained that the minutes only need to reflect the highlights of the meeting.  Mr. Thomson then asked about copies of the bill list.  Jeanne Kerbs explained that the bill list is being put in the bin on the West door of the Council room 
Councilman Brown made the motion to adjourn to executive session per Idaho Code 67-2345 for personnel reasons.  Councilman Blackburn 2nd the motion, all approved. Council went into executive session at 8:38 p.m.
Council returned to open meeting at 9:00 p.m. and time was turned over to Chief of Police Larry Anderson.  Chief Anderson explained to the Council that he has money in his budget for a new car and has received a bid from Monte White for a 05 Chevy Impala for $11,800.00.  When asked what he was going to do with the old car.  Chief Anderson explained that he would donate the old car to Planning and Zoning.

Councilman Brown made the motion to accept the Monte White bid for the 05 Chevy Impala. Councilman Dinsdale 2nd the motion, all approved.

Councilman Dinsdale made the motion to dismiss the open meeting. Councilman Brown 2nd the motion, all approved 

Council Meeting was adjourned at 9:04 p.m.
