 MINUTES OF RIGBY CITY COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Goody asked that before Council addressed the first item of business he would like to read a statement.  At which time Mayor Goody read his letter of resignation to be effective April 17, 2007.  After Mayor Goody read his resignation he turned the meeting over the Councilwoman Keller. 
PUBLIC HEARING FOR ZONE CHANGE:  
Mr. Boyd Price presented to the council a request for a zone change on the property located at the southwest corner of Stockham and Annis Hwy.  The current zoning for this property is R1 and C1.  Mr. Price would like to change the zone to be R2.  This change in zoning would be consistent with the surrounding area.
There was not public comment in regards to this zone change.  Public hearing was closed at 7:15 p.m.
Councilman Blackburn made the motion to accept the zone change from R1/C1 to R2.  Councilman Smith 2nd the motion, all approved.
MATTER OF PARKING ON CITY PROPERY:
Brandi Guymon made a request from the Council to allow her to park her motor home on the City property located at the northwest section of Harwood Elementary School.  The Council felt that more information was needed on this matter before a decision could be made.
MATTER OF DOG KENNEL LICENSE:
Ron Noreen requested to be granted a non-commercial dog kennel license.  Mr. Noreen has three small dogs and according to City ordinance 5-4-4 a non-commercial kennel license is required.  Mr. Noreen did not have all letters that he needed therefore the Council asked that he finish getting all his letters and have Chief Anderson review the information and then come back to the Council on this matter. 
MATTER OF RECREATION CENTER WELLNESS PROGRAM:

Cheryl Kirchner turned the time over to Shawn Bills to present to the Council a wellness program that she would like to offer to the Rec. Center members.  A 20 minute presentation was present by Mr. Bills concerning the wellness program that he would be offering.  The program would cost $10.00 per month and would like to add as an option to the current memberships.
The Council felt that a better financial picture was needed and the building safety concerns needed to be addressed before adding more programs.

Councilman Dinsdale made the motion to wait until the building safety concerns were addressed.  Councilman Blackburn 2nd the motion, all approved.
MATTER OF COMPRESSION BREAK ORDINANCE:

Jeanne Kerbs asked the Council to consider adopting an ordinance concerning the use of compression breaks.  Ms. Kerbs told the Council that if the City was to adopt a compression break ordinance the Idaho Department of Transportation would provide four sign for the City to use.
The City attorney, Shan Perry stated that he would review this ordinance and follow up with the Council. 

MATTER OF THE SENIOR CITIZENS CENTER:
John Berky addressed the Council concerning on going costs of running the Senior Citizens Center.  Mr. Berky would like to have the Council help with some of these on going cost, such as the insurance for the vans, updating the heating system, replacing some windows, and other building repairs.
The Council would like to help by paying for the insurance on the vans and would re-evaluate the other items.
MATTER OF P&Z ISSUES:
This matter was taken off the agenda prior to the meeting.

MATTER OF EAGLE ROCK SANITATION:

Rick Lamoreaux reported back to the Council that he had been checking with different cities on the garbage pick-up cost for business.  The average cost for businesses was $10.00 every other day pick-ups or $16.00 for a once a week pick-up.  Rick felt like the City should keep the garbage service mainly for the service that the City provides for its citizens. 
MATTER OF SAFTY CONCERN FOR THE PLAYGROUNDS:
Councilman Marriott informed the Council that the Idaho Department of Building Safety had declared the climbing rock unsafe and had it closed off to the public.  Councilman Marriott felt that the Council should make it a priority to make the climbing rock along with other unsafe playground equipment safe for the public to use.  Until the climbing rock could be made safe a temporary fence needed to be placed around the rock.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Ken Smith -  Mr. Smith stated that he would like to see the City keep the garbage service.  He felt that the City employees are providing a excellent service to the citizens of Rigby.
Paul Hepworth -  Mr. Hepworth asked about what information should be reflected in the written minutes.  Shan Perry informed Mr. Hepworth that the written minutes was summary not a word for word account. 
Robin Dunn – Mr. Dunn was inquiring about the lease for the City Police.  Mr. Dunn was told that the lease was being worked on and should be ready by next week.
Rebecca Squires – Mrs. Squires suggested adding a donation box on the utility billing.  This way people could make a donation by increasing their utility bill and that donation could go towards originations that might need help or citizens who might need help with their utility bill.

Cheryl Kirchner – Mrs. Kirchner informed the Council that the Jefferson County Stamped was scheduled for June 16th, and that she would like to see the Council in the parade.

Carol George – Mrs. George stated that she felt badly that we have to settle problem through legal mean.  She expressed her appreciation for all that the Council does and felt that the Council needs to continue to work together.
Councilman Brown made the motion to accept the minute with the correction as noted.  Councilman Blackburn 2nd the motion, all approved.

Councilman Smith made the motion to pay the bills.  Councilman Brown 2nd the motion, all approved.

Councilman Brown made the motion to go to executive session per Idaho Code 67-2345 for legal matters.  Councilman Marriott 2nd the motion, all approve.  The Council went into executive session at 9:45 p.m.
