City Council Meeting

July 3, 2007

7:00 p.m.

Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to City Employee, Dorie Robertson who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Christine Blees who gave the prayer.

City Clerk Jeanne Kerbs performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Smith, Councilwoman Chapple, Councilman Day, Councilman Maloney and Councilman Marriott. Those absent were: Councilman Blackburn. 

Mayor Brown stated he needed to deviate from the agenda just a little by asking to have an executive session due to personnel issues. Mayor Brown stated he was making this request based on Idaho Code 67-2345 subsection A. Councilwoman Chapple made the motion to move into executive session. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 

State Hwy 48 Expansion-
Councilman Day explained there had been talks with the Transportation Department regarding the road between the city limits and the schools on Hwy 48 and the need for turn lanes and other improvements. Councilman Day distributed copies of some plans on the expansion to the council members. Councilman Day stated the Transportation Department was willing to install curb, gutter and sidewalk and lighting facilities but they were asking the City of Rigby to maintain those items once they were installed. Councilman Day stated he didn’t believe the city boundaries went out to the school and asked the council if they wanted to vote on this item, review the material or get additional information. There was a brief discussion regarding the lack of an agreement with the county at this time. 

Councilman Day turned the time over to Ben Burke for a brief explanation on this project. Ben Burke, Idaho Transportation Department, stated he was designing this project and stated it would be part of the 2008 construction season. Councilman Day interjected saying there would be a moratorium of 5 years placed on the road once construction was completed. Councilwoman Chapple stated she felt there would need to be an agreement with the county as well since the majority of this project is located in the county. There was a brief discussion regarding city limits ending at the south side of 5th West. There was a brief discussion regarding the possible annexation of the area versus just the road. There was a brief discussion regarding the new development in the area and the stub outs that would need to be done prior to the road and moratorium being implemented. Mayor Brown stated his recommendation to the council would be to have Shan Perry, City Attorney, look over the documents and come back with some recommendation, different options and confirm just what city authority would be in providing maintenance outside city limits. Councilman Day asked which council person was over Urban Renewal and Councilman Marriott said he was but stated this was something that Urban Renewal would not be getting involved with. Councilman Marriott interjected stating that he felt Jim Mullen of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, should be involved in this project as well. 
Recreation and Park Updates-

Councilman Marriott stated he wanted to note the city has a dedicated recreation committee and Urban Renewal Agency committee that are doing great things for the community, mainly bringing the recreation center up to date on the west wall and bringing the asphalt from the south side of the grandstands for handicap accessibility services. Mayor Brown asked if the City Engineer was involved in the asphalt project and Councilman Marriott stated they were involved in the elevation numbers. Councilman Marriott also stated that Mike McCowin, Building Official, stated he had received bids and he had also pulled some additional information from the internet. 
Hot Rod Road Safety-

Rod Pumphrey, stated that he has been involved with racing for many years now and his main concern over this would have to be safety. Mr. Pumphrey stated he didn’t want anyone to think he was against this project because he wasn’t. Mr. Pumphrey stated the police department needed to be aware and safety precautions needed to be made and didn’t know if those had been done. Councilman Marriott asked if there was a car show coming up and that was the reason for this presentation and Todd Stowell came forward. 
Todd Stowell, of Monte Wight Chevrolet, stated he has been involved in car shows for about 15 years and this is the third car show he’s been in charge of since he came to Rigby.  Mr. Stowell stated this is a big event and brings over 300 cars and people from all over. Mr. Stowell stated the drag races are 100 feet long and then shut down and he has had numerous conversations over the safety behind this event. Mr. Stowell explained to the council the store is being torn down due to the recent fire and asked if there was a way the car show could be held at the city park this year. 
Fred Greeno, talked about the pedestrians having to be back from this event due to safety precautions, the cars will only be going a distance of 100 feet and would possibly get up to 40-50 miles per hour. Mr. Greeno stated this was not a free for all so not just anyone could participate and gave a brief explanation of some of the guidelines required of the cars. There was a brief discussion regarding enforcement of where people can and cannot go in relation to the car area. There was a brief discussion regarding waivers the drivers would be signing releasing the city from any liability should there be an accident. 
Airport Security Fence Grant-
Don Lindsey, Airport Board of Directors, gave a brief explanation on the need for the fence and the available money out there and the bid process they went through to get this work done. Mr. Lindsey explained what the money was going to be used for and how much needed to come from the airport before any grants could be obtained. Mr. Lindsey stated what bids had come in, who they were from and the amounts of each one. Councilman Smith stated he had talked to members of the board and was told this project would be at no cost to the city but because the amount of money in question exceeded their authority cap they needed to obtain permission from the council to proceed. Councilman Smith moved to provide a letter stating the board could exceed their spending limits and proceed with this project. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Sump Pump Ordinance-

Shan Perry, City Attorney, explained to the council that a few months ago Jim Mullen of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, had told the city there was a problem with the sewer system being over run with too much water. Mr. Perry stated that one of Mr. Mullen’s “quick fixes” was to get an ordinance in place prohibiting people to use their sub-pumps that take the subwater away from their homes and put it directly into the city’s sewer system but have them use it to water their lawns. Mr. Perry read a portion of the proposed ordinance into the record. There was a brief discussion regarding the possibility of flooding your neighbor if they were to use this water on their lawns. Councilwoman Chapple stated the library used their pumps to remove water from their building but die to their location had no other choice but to put it into the sewer system and so if this ordinance was passed wondered what would happen to the library. Mr. Perry stated he would like to discuss some of these concerns with Mr. Mullen and see if there are other suggestions that can be achieved. 
Approval of Bills and Minutes-

Mayor Brown asked the council if there was any discussion regarding the bills and minutes. Councilman Marriott stated in the last meeting he brought up the person obtaining water from the fire hydrant without gaining current permission and felt that needed to be reflected in the minutes. Councilwoman Chapple moved to approve the bills and minutes as amended by Councilman Marriott. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Comment-

Mayor Brown turned the time over to the audience for any public comment. There was no public comment offered. 

Mayor Brown closed the regular council meeting at 9:04 p.m. and stated they would be going into a budget work session and invited the public to stay. 
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
