City Council Meeting

August 7, 2007

7:00 p.m.

Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk, who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Mrs. Carol George who gave the prayer.

Mayor Brown announced to the audience the item pertaining to the appointment of the water mitigation committee would be tabled until a later meeting. 
Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Smith, Councilwoman Chapple, Councilman Day, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Marriott and Councilman Blackburn. 

IKON Solutions-

Mayor Brown stated the first item on the agenda was for IKON Solutions and turned the time over to John Asay for his presentation. 

Councilman Blackburn interjected stating that his brother, Reed Blackburn, was there representing IKON Solutions and therefore he would excuse himself from any of the decision making for that item. 
Jerry Asay, gave a brief overview of the analyzing of individual customer needs they performed to make sure their services could bring solutions. Mr. Asay stated he had references available from other communities they have offered various services to. Mr. Asay then turned the time over to Reed Blackburn for his part of the presentation. 

Reed Blackburn, stated he has worked for IKON for eight (8) years and in the industry for twelve (12) and stated they have had a lot of experience working with city and county governments. Mr. Blackburn stated the main premise they were called on was the companies not wanting all the filing cabinets or all the paperwork. Mr. Blackburn stated the scanning of the files made the search so much easier and faster. Mr. Blackburn gave a brief visual presentation on some of the programs available.  Mr. Blackburn stated that multiple documents could be stored on the same system and retrieved with simple words and forwarded to the people that needed them. Mr. Blackburn stated there was a full audit trail from creation to destruction of the files, including who created it, looked at it or touched it and where it went. Mr. Blackburn stated that everything recorded into the system would be backed up every night. Mr. Blackburn went on to explain this system could now bring in emails, faxes, scanned images and prints. 
School District #251-Bond-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the school district’s bond and turned the time over to Superintendent Tolman for his presentation. 

Superintendent Tolman stated the purpose of his presentation was to let the city council know what was going on because everything the school does has an impact of some sort on the area cities. Mr. Tolman explained that approximately a year ago the school had attempted to pass a bond and came very close. Mr. Tolman stated the two basic needs are (1) finding the room for the increased number of children in the district, especially in grades K through 7 and (2) the need for upgrades to the safety and security for all schools in the district. Mr. Tolman turned the time over to Mr. Bingham for an additional portion of the presentation. 
Mr. Bingham stated he oversees the enrollment of the school and explained the past enrollment, the increase and the projection for more students this next year. Mr. Bingham stated the majority of this increase is in the K through 7 while other grades are staying relatively level. Mr. Bingham stated the increase in these younger grades will be impacting the junior high and high schools soon and changes need to be addressed. Mr. Bingham stated they are at capacity now while next year they will be above capacity in some of the schools and teachers have to share classrooms because each room is being used every hour for teaching so there are no homerooms where teaching materials can be stored. Mr. Bingham then turned the time over to Mr. Wade Hirschi for his portion of the presentation. 
Mr. Hirschi stated there was an advisory committee made up of citizens in the community that were helping to address some of the issues the school was facing. Mr. Hirschi stated they had looked at year round school, having a variable hour school day, having split school days and possibly purchasing additional modular building have all been potential solutions they have been looking into. Mr. Hirschi stated there had been focus groups brought in and questions asked and answered that have been made part of the new proposal. 
Mr. Bingham came back and stated there were going to be two basic changes made to the proposal that would be different from the last one. Mr. Bingham explained these changes were (1) there would be no funds asked for to address the Midway Middle School or the Jefferson Elementary School because these are the two newest schools but they are pursuing, through litigation, a settlement that would allow for the financial needs of those schools and (2) they have been looking at long range needs and decided that at some point in the future they would have the increase in the lower grades would move to the upper grades. Mr. Bingham stated they were looking at constructing a new high school and have the present junior high students move into the present high school in an attempt to accommodate the increase in students. Mr. Bingham stated the next step would be to look at the physical education facilities that were not addressed in the previous bond request. Mr. Bingham stated they were proposing to build a new middle school at a cost of $14.9 million, add six classrooms to Midway Middle School, upgrades to the safety and security to all the schools in the district which would include increased lighting and surveillance. Mr. Bingham stated that part of the $600,000 would go towards putting in a parking place at Harwood Elementary for the loading and unloading of school buses only.
There was a brief discussion regarding the various pieces of property being considered for the placement of the new school. There was a brief discussion regarding the selection of the architect, a proposal for the new look of the school and the requirements being asked for on both issues. There was a brief explanation on the expected cost for this bond would be. There was a brief explanation on how the bond levy program works. 
Rec Center Roof Bid Award-

Mayor Brown stated the next item was for the award of the bid for the repairs to the roof of the recreation center and turned the time over to Mike McCowin, City Building Official for his presentation. 

Mike McCowin, City Building Official, stated he was there tonight to receive a motion to award a bid to Smith Roofing to repair the Recreation Center’s Roof. Mr. McCowin gave a brief explanation regarding his involvement with getting these bids. Mr. McCowin stated Smith Roofing had given the lowest bid and stated he had been out with them and the other contractors looking at the project so they were aware of what was expected of them. Shan Perry, City Attorney, stated the need to have the award go to the lowest bidder but it also needed to be a responsible bidder and asked Mr. McCowin if he felt this was true of Smith Roofing. Mr. McCowin stated that it was. Councilwoman Chapple asked what the amount of the bid was and Mr. McCowin stated it was $16,260. There was a brief discussion regarding what the requested work was going to be and the deadline for construction to begin. Councilman Blackburn moved to award the roofing bid for the recreation center to Smith Roofing based on Mr. McCowin’s recommendation. Councilman Marriott seconded. There was a brief discussion regarding which budget year this project would come from and what portion the city would be paying and what portion Urban Renewal would be paying for.  All were in favor. 
Rec Center Personnel Change-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the rec center personnel change and turned the time over to Councilman Blackburn for his presentation. 

Councilman Blackburn stated the Recreation Board has proposed to change a current employee, namely Gayle W. Benson, to the position of the new Program Director and to change her hourly rate to $10.54 per hour starting on July 1, 2007. Councilman Blackburn moved to make the change for Gayle Benson as stated. Councilman Day seconded. Councilman Marriott asked if this change was to replace someone else and Councilman Blackburn stated this was a new position. Councilwoman Chapple asked if someone would be hired to take Mrs. Benson’s current position and was told the rec center is looking into hiring more people. Councilwoman Chapple asked if this was a full time position and was told that it is only part time. All were in favor. 
Consultant Contract-Sewer Project-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the consultant contract for the new sewer project. 
Mayor Brown stated he had Shan Perry, City Attorney, look over the contract and apologized to the council for not having copies available. Mayor Brown stated the previously agreed upon amount between John Milar and the City of Rigby was $52,500.00. Mayor Brown gave a brief description of the job duties and terms of the contract. Mr. Perry stated the one legal issue in the contract was item “j” where it states “review and approve project change orders”. Mr. Perry stated that ultimately the city council was legally responsible for this and felt the contract needed to be changed on that item. There was a brief discussion regarding emergency items, payment issues and timeframe for construction. Mr. Perry stated he felt that there were some housekeeping items that needed to be taken care of regarding this contract. There was a brief discussion on who would need to talk to Mr. Milar and what changes the council would like to see in the contract. Councilwoman Chapple moved to table the consultant contract for the sewer project until clarification was done. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Proposal for Attorney for New Budget Year-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the proposal for an attorney for the new budget year. 

Mayor Brown explained there were currently no contracts for any of the attorneys currently working for the city. Shan Perry, City Attorney, stated that what they have is an accepted proposal but not an official contract. Mayor Brown asked if it was the opinion to have the written contracts with the city attorney and Mr. Perry stated he felt this was a good idea as well as to have them reviewed and renewed each year. Mayor Brown stated the city currently had three (3) attorneys working for them and would like to receive bid proposals. Mayor Brown read parts of the proposal request to the council regarding the qualifications and requirements. There was a brief discussion regarding the wording in some of the proposal request and what the council would like to see happen. There was a brief discussion regarding what the expected duties would be for the attorney. Councilman Maloney moved to publish the fee bid proposal for City Attorney. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. 
Airport Grant Contract-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the airport grant contract and turned the time over to Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk, for the presentation. 

Ms. Kerbs reminded the council there had been an airport board representative present at a previous meeting discussing grants for the airport and the need for a letter from the city accepting a grant. Ms, Kerbs stated that since that time the airport board has discovered a grant agreement the city needs to accept and sign in order to receive this grant money of $60,000.00. Commissioner Blackburn asked if the county needed to be involved with this grant agreement and Ms. Kerbs stated she had received information showing the city had sole ownership of the airport. There was a brief discussion regarding the ownership and certain bylaws that were written and a request for documented clarification on the ownership. Councilman Smith moved to accept the grant agreement contract and resolution as requested. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. Councilman Blackburn stated he had some concerns about voting without obtaining the information previously discussed first. There was a brief discussion regarding the deadline for the acceptance of this grant and the responsibility of various parties. Commissioner Blackburn voted against. All others were in favor. 

Maintenance on Hwy 48-
Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the maintenance on Hwy 48 and turned the time over to Ben Burke for his presentation. 

Ben Burke, representing the Idaho Transportation Department, stated they were currently in the design phase for reconstruction of Hwy 48 from the high school to approximately 3rd West, half of which is within city limits. Mr. Burke stated he had been present at a council meeting approximately two (2) months ago asking for the city to accept maintenance responsibility of the road, including the portion outside city limits. Mr. Burke went on to explain that there had been a question on the legality of the city taking on that responsibility. Mr. Burke reminded the council that they had asked him to approach the county and see what responsibility they would take or relinquish regarding the road. Mr. Burke stated he had gone to the county and was told they didn’t have the capabilities, any more than the state does, to maintain part of a roadway and so they would not do that. Mr. Burke stated he was once again in front of city council to ask the city to take over the maintenance of this roadway. Shan Perry, City Attorney, interjected stating he had researched the legality of this issue and reassured the Mayor and Council that they could do the maintenance on this roadway without any problems. There was a brief discussion regarding the exact maintenance duties and the need for this to be a contracted obligation. Councilman Blackburn moved to accept maintenance responsibility of Hwy 48 from 5th West to the High School with the requested modifications contingent on the approval of the contract. Councilman Maloney seconded. There was a brief discussion regarding the exact locations of the work from beginning to end. Councilman Day stated that he felt he would have to recuse himself voting due to his working for the Idaho Transportation Department. All others were in favor.
There was a brief discussion regarding the storm sewer utilities out in the area and the possibility of ITD using those services. There was a brief discussion regarding environmental impacts, capacity requirements and future expansion concerns. Mr. Burke explained that some of this construction would require them to leave their portion of their right of way and asked if they could have the permission to go onto city property if necessary. That approval was verbally granted.
Approval of Bills and Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the bills and minutes and asked for any questions or concerns. Mayor Brown stated they would start with the bills. Councilman Blackburn stated he had a question on page four (4) for the toilet rentals because there were two entries for different amounts and Jeannie Kerbs, City Clerk, stated there were two different locations and Rick Lamoreaux, Parks/Street Supervisor, stated there were some toilets that were there year round and others that were brought in for the summer and that could explain the difference. Councilman Blackburn asked how many garbage cans were included in the entry on page nine (9) and Mr. Lamoreaux stated they had ordered 50 of the 90 gallon cans and 10 of the 300 gallon cans. Councilwoman Chapple moved to approve the bills as presented. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Mayor Brown moved on to the minutes and asked if there were any questions or concerns. Councilman Marriott moved to accept the minutes as presented. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Public Comment-

Mayor Brown turned the time over to the audience for public comment.

Carol George, expressed her appreciation for the professionalism for the new council. Mrs. George stated she had been impressed about the water mitigation committee and would like to suggest a similar committee to go over the planning and zoning codes and ordinances. Mrs. George stated Mr. Hibbert had expressed a desire to help the City of Rigby update this information because he had just done the same thing for the City of Rexburg. Mrs. George gave a brief explanation for her request in having this committee put together. 

Gaylynn Hinkley, stated she had a question for Councilman Marriott. Mrs. Hinkley stated she would like to know what the bid award amount was for Larry Chapple so that she could report back to the rec board. Councilman Marriott stated he believed it was $18,000.00. There was a brief discussion regarding all of the requested repairs for the rec center and the estimated amount for the each one. 

Councilwoman Chapple moved to close the public meeting and to go into executive session. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. ommissioner Marriott. Mrs. Hinkley stated she would like to know what the bid award amount was for elp the City to go over the 
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
