City Council Meeting

September 4, 2007

7:00 p.m.

Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Councilwoman Chapple who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Councilman Maloney who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Smith, Councilwoman Chapple, Councilman Day, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Marriott and Councilman Blackburn. 

Security Connection-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was regarding some software and turned the time over to Dan Lewis for his presentation. 

Dan Lewis, Security Connection, stated they have been in business since 1994 and have several products but wanted to talk about imaging. Mr. Lewis gave a brief demonstration on document storage software and talked about backup, security, disaster plans and other options available. Mayor Brown asked if there were any other counties being serviced by this program and Mr. Lewis stated that Bonneville County used this service. Councilman Blackburn stated that several of the City’s documents are older and asked how these could be handled and Mr. Lewis stated they would need to be copied and then scanned into their system. There was a brief discussion regarding the documents being scanned at either their facility or at City Hall. There was a brief discussion regarding security issues and access to the various documents. There was a brief discussion regarding search engine capabilities. 
Mayor Brown announced to the audience and council that this software as well as previous presentations would be up for discussion on a future agenda. 

Consultant Contract for the Sewer Treatment Plant-

Mayor Brown stated the next item was for the consultant contract for the new sewer treatment plant and explained there had been some requested changes made to the contract. Mayor Brown stated he had contacted John Millar and made the changes and read the contract into the record as per council request. Mayor Brown stated Shan Perry, City Attorney, had reviewed the contract and felt it was correct. Councilwoman Chapple asked if Mr. Millar was ok with the changes made to the contract and Mayor Brown stated the changes had been made as per recommendations from the last meeting and that Mr. Millar was on board with it. Councilman Blackburn moved to accept the contract with John Millar and give authority to the Mayor to sign the contract. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. 
Water and Sewer Concern for Outside City Limits-
Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was regarding water and sewer services being extended outside city limits and turned the time over to Councilman Maloney for his presentation. 

Councilman Maloney explained to the council that he had talked with Jim Andersen, Water/Sewer Supervisor, and talked about some of the concerns over the demand on current city services. Councilman Maloney stated there were several new developments going into the area and the demand on services was just going to increase and the cost for keeping up with this increase needed to be addressed. Mr. Andersen was present at the meeting and stated he felt the cost for these new developments needed to come from the developer not the current tax payers. There was a brief discussion regarding looking at the budget and making sure there would be money set aside to assist with the future growth and development. Councilwoman Chapple stated she had received several phone calls regarding water pressure and asked if the city had adequate pressure to accommodate the current developments going in around the city. There was a brief discussion regarding water pressure issues, bringing a new well online and increasing water line sizes. Councilwoman Chapple stated several people have commented on why the city would allow for these new developments to tie into the city when there isn’t adequate pressure and felt they needed to be made aware of the misperception. There was a brief discussion regarding growth, costs, lift station placement and line upgrade concerns. Mayor Brown asked if once the VFD was installed and the other well was online would the city have enough water pressure for the time being and Mr. Andersen stated they would for the time being but there are other developments coming in and subdivisions in process that could affect that. 
Zion Bank Services-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for Zion Bank services and turned the time over to Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/ Treasurer for her presentation. 

Ms. Kerbs stated she had been reviewing available services through Zions Bank and stated she would like to have council approval for a web based program that would allow access to check verification, stop payments, ACH direct deposits and other similar services. Ms. Kerbs stated one option she was looking at is anytime deposits and gave a brief explanation on the check clearing process and the turnaround on getting the funds and the cost involved with this software. Councilman Smith stated he had been into City Hall and had seen Judy Bridges, Utility Biller, making copies of checks and asked if this program would eliminate this and Ms. Kerbs stated it would because when the check was scanned into the system there would be an electronic copy on file. Shan Perry, City Attorney, asked if the city auditor was aware of this proposal and Ms. Kerbs stated she had talked with her briefly about this but not at length. There was a brief discussion regarding the capabilities of this system and the protections available. Mayor Brown stated he felt it sounded good but would like to have the auditor fully aware of what this would mean and have her give approval. Councilwoman Chapple agreed and Ms. Kerbs stated she could talk with the auditor about it. Councilwoman Chapple moved to table this item until approval of the auditor. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Cooperative Agreement on Hwy 20-

Mayor Brown stated the next item was the cooperative agreement on Hwy 20 and turned the time over to Councilman Day for his presentation. 

Councilman Day stated that for the last month he had brought in proposals for agreements regarding the Hwy improvements if the City would maintain the road. Councilman Day talked about the benefit of having this infrastructure installed at no cost to them but did express concern for having the city be responsible for all snow removal on this stretch of road. There was a brief discussion regarding the snow removal process and the time this would come into effect. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the agreement on Hwy 20 with the state. Councilman Blackburn seconded. Councilman Day abstained from voting. All others were in favor. 
City and County Traffic Report-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the city and county traffic report but Dick Broulim was unable to attend and give the presentation. Mayor Brown stated this item would be held for another meeting. 

Hunter Creek Division II Development Agreement-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the Hunter Creek Division II development agreement. 

Mayor Brown stated the development agreement had been given to the council to review and Shan Perry, City Attorney, had some questions for Paul Hepworth, H&S Development. Mr. Perry stated he wanted to make some clarifications on the record regarding this development and asked Mr. Hepworth if he had a copy. Mr. Hepworth stated he did not and so one was provided for him. Mr. Perry stated to look at paragraph 38on page 6 and asked if the 15” proposed sewer line was just for the purpose of the development or would this help with future development and Mr. Hepworth stated he believed this was for both scenarios. Mr. Hepworth also stated there had been a pressure test on the fire hydrant located off of 1st North which Ms. Kerbs and Mr. Andersen were witness to and gave a brief explanation on the outcome of that test. Mr. Hepworth stated he wanted to make some clarification on the bonding in paragraph 3 and stated it should read building permits and city as sole beneficiary. There was a brief discussion regarding stages of construction, issues regarding infrastructure and options for the city and developer. Mr. Hepworth stated a change they had made to the agreement was in paragraph 6 where is says engineer Lyle Thompson. Mr. Hepworth stated they added or assigns because while Lyle Thompson is the supervising engineer he is not the only engineer. Mr. Hepworth stated in paragraph 9 regarding inspections there was no time limit on the city’s part and so something needed to be added there in the form of if the city fails to show it doesn’t hold him up as a developer. There was a brief discussion on the process of notification. Mr. Hepworth stated there was a change to paragraph 16 where it talks about the city engineer needed 17 days for approval and if the city fails to honor its obligation then the improvements would be deemed accepted. There was a brief discussion regarding weather permitting, testing and reviews. Mr. Hepworth stated there had been a change to line item 19 and gave a brief explanation of the need for that change. There was a brief discussion regarding the bridge spanning 5th West, the approach to that bridge and proposed obligations of the city and the developer. Mr. Hepworth stated there was a change on paragraph 40 regarding the increase on the water line and the looping of the line. Mr. Hepworth gave a brief explanation of the conversation with Jim Mullen of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, which prompted this change. Mr. Hepworth stated there had been a change to paragraph 41 as per Mr. Mullen as well. Mr. Hepworth stated paragraph 41 talks about the reimbursement requirements. Mayor Brown asked if there were any comments or questions from the council, having none Mayor Brown turned the time over to Mr. Perry for his recommendation. Mr. Perry stated there just needed to be a motion to accept the development agreement with the changes discussed this evening and give the Mayor authorization to sign once all exhibits are submitted. Councilman Smith moved to accept the development agreement with the changes. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of Bills and Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the bills and minutes. 
Mayor Brown stated they would start with the bills first and asked for any comments or questions regarding them. Councilman Smith stated he had a concern on page 6 regarding the garbage truck repairs for Rigby Steel and Fabrication because it was his understanding they would send it on to Lake City International and Ms. Kerbs explained that it would depend on the type of repairs being done and they would only send it on if the repairs were something they couldn’t do. Councilman Smith stated they might want to look at taking out the middle man and go to Lake City International directly and see if that saves any money. Councilman Blackburn stated he had a question on page 1 regarding the repair of the boiler at City Hall and asked if there would be more charges on this item. Ms. Kerbs explained there had been a service truck back into one of the vents and so it needed to be replaced and Rocky Mountain Boiler had done an inspection and stated the city would need to replace the boiler because they didn’t know if it would make it another year. Councilwoman Chapple moved to approve the bills. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor.

Mayor Brown stated they would now look at the minutes and asked if there were any questions or comments. Mayor Brown stated there needed to be a correction on the spelling of Mrs. Morgan’s name. Councilman Marriott stated there was a typo on page 9 where it says “could be R-1” it needed to say “should be R-1”. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the minutes. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. Councilman Blackburn abstained since he had not attended the meeting. All others were in favor. 
Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for public comment and turned the time over to the audience. There was no public comment given.
Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
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
