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7:00 p.m.

Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Rebecca Squires who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Councilman Maloney who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Marriott, Councilwoman Chapple, Councilman Smith, Councilman Maloney, and Councilman Day. Those absent were: Councilman Blackburn.

Canvassing the Votes-

Mayor Brown expressed his appreciation for those that had an interest in the city to run for office and also congratulated those that had been elected into office. Mayor Brown turned the time over to Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, to explain the canvassing of the votes.
Ms. Kerbs explained there were 1,554 registered voters in the City of Rigby and of those 516 cast their votes on November 6, 2007. Ms. Kerbs explained this was only 33% of the registered voters. Ms. Kerbs stated the votes for the Mayor, who ran uncontested, were 493 which accounted for 95% of the votes cast. Ms. Kerbs stated that Benjamin Davis received 200 votes or 39%, Ryan H. Day received 410 votes or 79%, Peter Douglas received 119 votes or 23%, Brian Juenke received 78 votes or 15%, Michael G. Maloney received 392 votes or 76% and Gerald H. Simonson received 262 votes or 51%. Ms. Kerbs stated there were three (3) council seats available so the top three candidates would be chosen and those were Ryan H. Day, Michael G. Maloney and Gerald H. Simonson. Ms. Kerbs stated these three individuals would be sworn into office in January 2008. 
Mayor Brown stated he appreciated all those who came out and voted. Mayor Brown asked for clarification on the need to vote to accept these votes and Ms. Kerbs stated that was correct. Councilman Smith moved to accept the canvassing of votes. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. 

New School Locations and Service Connections-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the new school location and service connection. Mayor Brown reminded the council the school had been at a previous council meeting giving a presentation. Mayor Brown asked Wade Hirschi, representing the school district, if he had anything more to present and Mr. Hirschi stated he didn’t but would be more than happy to answer any questions the council might have. Mayor Brown informed the council that he had talked with the City Engineer regarding the location off Hwy 48, east of the cemetery and his recommendation was this was a good location and would be beneficial to the city. There was a brief discussion regarding the location of current city service lines, the sizes of the lines, upgrade requirements and the users connected to those lines. There was a brief discussion regarding a potential agreement and the proposed ownership of the new line and the recouping of expenditures. Councilman Day stated that highway was busy already and wondered whether the school had considered the safety access for that location. Mayor Brown stated the decision was whether the city wanted to go out in that direction and provide that kind of service. Mayor Brown stated it would be his recommendation this request go through Planning and Zoning prior to a decision being made by the council. There was a brief discussion regarding the time frame the school was looking at. Mayor Brown asked for a motion and Robin Dunn, City Attorney, stated there didn’t need to be a motion because it was being based on a recommendation and so no formal decision was needed. 
Settlement Agreement with H&S Development-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the settlement agreement with H&S Development. 

Mayor Brown stated there had been a requested change to the agreement that had not been done and asked Paul Hepworth, representing H&S Development, if this was correct. Mr. Hepworth asked for some clarification on the requested change. There was a brief discussion regarding the change and the possible need for executive session. Councilman Maloney made the motion to move into executive session per Idaho Code 67-2345. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. 

Regular meeting was adjourned and moved to executive session at 7:20 p.m.

Executive session concluded and regular council meeting was reconvened at 8:07 p.m. 

Mayor Brown explained to the audience there had been some discussion regarding the settlement agreement with H&S Development and asked the council what they would like to do. Councilman Day moved to table the settlement agreement with H&S Development until November 20, 2007. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 

Day After Thanksgiving Holiday-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the day after Thanksgiving holiday. Mayor Brown stated he was in full support of the city employees having the day after Thanksgiving off and had been reassured this could be done by resolution. There was a brief discussion on whether this would be with or without pay, possible problems with garbage pick-up and whether surrounding areas offer this holiday as well. There was a brief discussion regarding the number of holidays already offered to employees. There was a brief discussion regarding allowing it for this year and re-voting on the matter again next year. Councilman Smith moved to approve the day after Thanksgiving as a holiday for this year only. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. 
New Rates for Recreation Center-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda is for the new rates for the Recreation Center and turned the time over to Gaelynn Hinckley for her presentation.
Mrs. Hinckley referred to some paperwork that had been submitted to the council and stated she would answer any questions they might have. There was a brief discussion regarding the proposed rate changes, the automatic withdrawal consent and new membership agreements. There was a brief discussion regarding the daily walk-in fee increase. Mrs. Hinckley asked Mr. Dunn about changing the contracts to include daycare fees. There was a brief discussion regarding membership applications. There was a brief discussion regarding some of the fees and some wording on the applications. Councilwoman Chapple moved to accept the new fee schedule for the Recreation Center. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Mrs. Hinckley stated they appreciated the approval and asked if this could become effective December 1, 2007 and was given the go ahead. 

Approval of Bills and Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the approval of bills and minutes and said they would start with the bills. Mayor Brown asked if there were any questions or comments. Councilman Smith asked about the airport charges on page 3 and Ms. Kerbs explained the capital outlay process and why the payments were being made. Councilman Marriott questioned a basketball charge for the recreation center and Ms. Kerbs explained this was something that was already in process from the former director and so they went ahead and allowed the purchase of some smaller basketballs for the cheerleaders to throw during school games. Councilman Day questioned the charge for Gym Outfitters on page 4 and Ms. Kerbs explained that was for the new ellipticals and treadmills previously purchased. Councilman Marriott questioned a charge on page 7 for the grant writing course and Ms. Kerbs explained that was also for the previous director, was charged on the credit card and since then has been credited back on the card. Ms. Kerbs stated that for informational purposes there was a check for the garbage truck that would be picked up later in the week. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the bills. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. 
Mayor Brown stated they would move on to the minutes and asked if there were any changes or comments. Mayor Brown stated on page 2 at the top where it talked about the planning and zoning ordinance Councilman Day brought up there needed to be something stating the city council would look at money for that in the next year’s budget. Councilwoman Chapple moved to approve the October 16, 2007 minutes as corrected. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
There was a brief discussion regarding the next meeting being held on November 20, 2007. There was a brief discussion on the lack of violations on the wastewater treatment for the second month in a row.

Mayor Brown opened the meeting for public comment. 

Paul Hepworth asked if they could know what had been done to keep violations down. Mayor Brown and Ms. Kerbs explained some of the aeration procedures, classes attended and other things being done that may have contributed to this change. 

Gaelynn Hinckley stated she would like to take a minute and thank Jeanne, Ann and Paula for the work they have put in to helping with the recreation center during this time. 

Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilwoman Chapple seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
