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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Councilman Blackburn who invited everyone to join him in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to City Attorney Robin Dunn who gave the prayer.

Paula Packer, Planning and Zoning Assistant, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn and Councilman Day. Those absent were: Councilman Marriott. 

Recreation Center Board Members-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for recreation center board members and turned the time over to Councilman Blackburn for his presentation.

Councilman Blackburn gave a brief explanation of the changes that have been happening at the Recreation Center and the need for some additional board members. Councilman Blackburn stated he had been contacted by Mrs. Gaelynn Hinckley who stated she had talked to four individuals that had expressed an interest in being on the recreation center board. Councilman Blackburn asked Mayor Brown if he could read a short summary of each person and Mayor Brown stated that would be fine. Councilman Blackburn read the following:
Cody Taylor:
Cody has lived in Rigby area most of her life. She was married to Mark Taylor almost 35 years. He died two years ago. She has four children and eight grandchildren. She and her family owned and ran the Video Shoppe in Rigby and developed their business for twenty years. She had an opportunity at this time to get acquainted with the community. She is now working at the Jefferson County Courthouse in the Assessor’s Office. She enjoys the outdoors, working in the yard and her flowers. They also enjoy their family cabin. 

Jared Thornton:

Jared grew up in the Grant area and is a Shop Foreman for a Cabinet Building Company. He could also bring some business analysis/management to the board. He has a family with four children and is currently serving as a Scout Master. He enjoys camping, mountain biking, and basketball.
JoAnn Hamilton

JoAnn became a member of the Rigby Recreation Center shortly after it was created but was an inactive member for a time with medical conditions but returned again as a member. She has lived in the Rigby area for 20 years and before that lived in Pocatello and American Falls. She is married with two children and four grandchildren and enjoys following one granddaughter around the Rodeo Circuit. She has been a 4-H volunteer for 25 years, serving on District and State levels. She has served on a Planning and Zoning Committee, and owned her own Travel Agency at one time. She now enjoys yard work, make jewelry and scrapbooking. She loves working out at the Rec Center and wants to make it more visible and used more by our community. She lives slightly outside the impact area but being a member at the Center and a retired professional, she could give us another outlook at making a success of the Rec Center.
Brad Anderson

Brad has been a resident of Rigby for the past twenty years. He and his wife Lana have three children, ages 20, 17 and 14. Brad has a Bachelors degree in Physical Education and Special Education as well as a Masters Degree in Educational Counseling. He currently works at Sandcreek Middle School where he is the Athletic Director, Wrestling and Track Coach and teaches P.E. and Affective Skills. He loves working with young people and helping them reach their potential in all aspects of their lives. Brad is very interested in working to improve our community through fun and worthwhile recreational activities for families and Rigby’s youth.

Councilman Blackburn stated these four people have been contacted and have agreed to serve on the Rigby Recreation Board and stated they are willing to work together, brainstorm and give ideas and input to benefit the community. Councilman Blackburn made the motion to appoint these people to the Rec Board. Councilman Maloney seconded. Councilman Smith stated one of these people is a relative and so he asked Mr. Dunn if that caused a conflict and Mr. Dunn stated it did not since he disclosed that information unless he had a problem with that person. Councilman Smith stated he did not have any problems. Councilman Blackburn asked Mrs. Hinckley if she had anything to add and Mrs. Hinckley stated the Chairman was out of town but gave his permission to proceed with this so there would be a board upon his return. Mayor Brown asked Mr. Thornton if he would like to say anything and Mr. Thornton stated he welcomed the opportunity to step up and make a difference. Mrs. Hamilton stated she has volunteered for many years and agreed that when the opportunity to help comes up you need to take it. All were in favor. 
Public Hearing-Annexation & Zone Designation-Wayne Call-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for a public hearing for annexation and asked if Mr. Wayne Call or a representative was present. There was no one present. Mayor Brown stated they would move this item to the end of the agenda to offer Mr. Call some time to arrive.
Rigby Towne Square Update-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for an update on Rigby Towne Square and turned the time over to Paula Packer, Planning and Zoning Assistant for her presentation.

Ms. Packer reminded the council they had asked for a Technical Review to be done on Rigby Towne Square regarding the infrastructure. Ms. Packer stated there had been a search for the as-built drawings and after not finding any several phone calls were made to Harper-Leavitt Engineering. Ms. Packer explained they had been the engineer on record for this development. Ms. Packer explained she had been told by Frank from Harper-Leavitt that the reason the city didn’t have any as-builts was because they had never been requested. Ms. Packer explained she had made this request and shortly after Frank had called Jim Anderson, City Water/Sewer Supervisor, asking him for a copy of the as-builts. Ms. Packer explained that once the as-built drawings were received then the Technical Review Committee could get together and perform a review. 
Rigby Towne Square Improvements-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was regarding the Rigby Towne Square improvements but had been informed this item needed to be tabled. Mayor Brown asked Mike McCowin, City Building Official, if this was true and Mr. McCowin stated it was. 

Approval of Bills and Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the approval of bills and minutes.

Mayor Brown stated they would start with the bills and asked if there were any questions, comments or concerns. Councilman Simonson moved to approve the bills as presented. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Mayor Brown stated they would move on to the minutes and asked if there were any questions or concerns. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the minutes as presented. Councilman Smith seconded. Councilman Blackburn abstained because he had not been present at that meeting. All others were in favor. 

Public Hearing-Annexation & Zone Designation-Wayne Call-

Mayor Brown stated they would once again ask for Mr. Call regarding the public hearing. Mr. Dunn stated since that neither Mr. Call nor a representative was present this item be republished but did say the council could dismiss it completely if they chose to do so. Councilman Blackburn asked for clarification on this being postponed then re-advertised at the owner’s expense or dismissed then re-heard at the planning and zoning level and Mr. Dunn stated either option would be acceptable. There was a brief discussion regarding sending this item back to planning and zoning. There was a brief discussion regarding how this project could potentially affect others currently in progress. Councilman Smith moved to table this item and have the applicant reapply and advertise at the owner’s expense. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. 
Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

JoAnn Hamilton, 3780 E. 400 N., Rigby, stated she was retired and felt Rigby was a nice community. Mrs. Hamilton went on to say she has done lots of volunteer work in the past and looks forward to making a difference at the Rec Center. Mrs. Hamilton stated she was surprised how many people didn’t even know the Rec Center was there or what a bargain it is to attend. Mrs. Hamilton asked if there would be a job description and Mayor Brown stated there were the by-laws that governed what could or could not be done and that she could get a copy of those from either Mrs. Hinckley or the City Clerk.
Paul Hepworth, 571 Aspen, Rigby, stated he wanted to say thank you for the work that has been done on 5th West. Mr. Hepworth stated he was getting ready to install some subdivision monuments for his development and wanted to know if there was something additional required to get them installed. Mayor Brown suggested getting with Rick Lamoreaux, Park/Street/Sanitation Supervisor, to make sure this would not cause him any undo hardship. Mr. Hepworth stated he was also getting ready to install the lighting and asked that the city take this into consideration as they make the improvements to 5th West so there would be some continuance. Mr. Hepworth stated there had been several compliments given regarding their lights. Mr. McCowin stated there was a light requirement but that something needed to be added regarding sizes and styles of the lights. 
Gaelynn Hinckley, stated there had been a comment made regarding advertising for the Rec Center and wanted to let the council know that once there was a complete board they would be working on ordering and obtaining signs and looking at other types of advertisements. Mrs. Hinckley also stated she would like some consideration given for the widows in the community regarding their garbage charges and maybe a joint collaboration with the neighbors to take that one bag of garbage and save the widow some money. 

Jaramie Magera, 332 N. 4440 E., stated his main purpose for attending this meeting is to let the council know what happened at the planning and zoning meeting and there being no quorum. Mr. Magera gave the council a brief explanation regarding the steps Hailey Creek has gone through and where they were planning on being at this stage. Mr. Magera stated they were held to a standard and timeframe to get their items on the agenda and so he felt there needed to be something done to prevent this from happening again. There was a brief discussion regarding some concerns surrounding the subdivision, special meetings that could be scheduled and other considerations that could be taken. Mr. Magera stated they were planning on paying for the water and sewer to be brought from its current location to this proposed development. 
Mr. Archibald, Attorney for Jaramie Magera, stated his comments were to address the Annexation Agreement for the Hailey Creek subdivision. Mr. Archibald talked about the water and sewer costs that would be addressed in the annexation agreement and who all needed to be involved in that decision. Mayor Brown explained the decision had been made previously by the council to accept the annexation contingent upon the signed agreement. Mr. Dunn explained the water and sewer concerns would be addressed in the Development Agreement. There was a brief discussion regarding updating of the interior lines of the city if this proposed development was accepted and connected to current lines. Mayor Brown asked Jim Anderson, Water/Sewer Supervisor, to come forward and talk about how this development would affect current lines. Mr. Anderson stated the line going from 1st South from the Highway 20 overpass to the intersection of State Street then kiddie corner behind the Subway to 2nd West would need to be upgraded. Mr. Anderson indicated the City Engineer had done some studies on this but he had not seen those results yet. Mr. Anderson stated the higher flows could definitely cause the older lines to cave in because they are deteriorating quite fast with the current load. Mayor Brown stated the internal lines that needed to be fixed were a priority over the consideration of additional and/or new lines. 

Mayor Brown asked for any further public comments. No further comments were given. 

Councilman Blackburn moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Smith seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:55 p.m. 
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
