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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Marie Olsen who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Councilman Simonson who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn, Councilman Day and Councilman Marriott. 

Urban Renewal-Cameras in the Skate Park-
Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for Urban Renewal regarding cameras in the skate park and turned the time over to Bruce Marler for his presentation. 

Bruce Marler, 589 Aspen Drive, stated he is a member of the Urban Renewal Committee and explained they have been looking into the skate park and have held several meetings on how to make it a better facility. Mr. Marler stated the one thing that kept coming up was people didn’t feel comfortable dropping their children off to use the facility due to its location. Mr. Marler stated they had originally planned on expanding the facility but then reconsidered because if the facility wasn’t being used now there was no need to go through the added expense. Mr. Marler stated that after several discussions they had decided it would be better to put cameras out there that are internet accessible. Mr. Marler explained parents would be able to log onto a website and watch what was going on while their children were there. Mr. Marler stated they could also use this as a tool to see how many people were actually using the facility and project plans for future growth. Mr. Marler explained that with other downtown projects the committee would soon run out of money and that was the reason he was present this evening. Mr. Marler explained the committee was willing to put the cameras in and front all that cost but there was a monthly access fee for the internet they would like the city to take responsibility for that $69 fee. Mr. Marler explained the video disc backup that was available if the city chose to not have the internet option. Councilman Blackburn asked if they were talking about one camera with one angle and Mr. Marler explained there would be three cameras with two of those being specific for the skate park and one that would look out onto the road coming into the park. Mr. Marler stated those images would not be very clear but you could at least see people coming in. Councilman Blackburn asked if these cameras rotated or if they were fixed and Mr. Marler stated they were fixed. Councilman Blackburn asked if these cameras were stationary and Mr. Marler stated they were. Councilman Blackburn asked what some of the other bids were and Mr. Marler stated they ranged from $7,800 to $8,900. Councilman Blackburn asked if, as a committee, they felt comfortable paying this kind of money and considered it a benefit and Mr. Marler stated they did and there’s the possibility to add more cameras as the need arose. Councilman Day asked what the current price of the concrete was in relation to the cost of the cameras and Mr. Marler stated the skate park cost approximately $140,000 to construct. Councilman Marriott asked if there was another fee for the internet costs after the initial four months and Mr. Marler stated there would be but if the city chose to disconnect the internet in the future there would still be the hard drive backup. Larry Anderson, Chief of Police, explained this would be a benefit and asked them to consider dedicating an internet spot strictly for the police as this area of the city does not get checked as often as it should purely because of its location. Councilman Blackburn stated that just having the cameras there would be a deterrent but questioned the cost of signs indicating the cameras and Rick Lamoreaux, Street/Park/Sanitation Supervisor, stated he wasn’t sure but would estimate it at $100 or so per sign. Mayor Brown asked about the slab of trabertine out there that needed positioned and asked Mr. Marler what he knew about it and Mr. Marler stated he didn’t know. Mayor Brown stated Chief Anderson had a valid concern for an internet line for the police would be a good thing. Mayor Brown asked Mr. Lamoreaux about the trabertine and Mr. Lamoreaux stated there was some out there but it was weathered and broken. Mr. Marler stated he wanted to make sure everyone knew these cameras were not for perfect pictures from distances away. Mr. Lamoreaux asked if these cameras had to be brought down in the winter or if they were able to stay outside and Mr. Marler explained the dome set up on the cameras and that they would be able to stay in the elements all year long. Councilman Blackburn asked how high these cameras would be placed and Mr. Marler explained the company would determine that when they were performing the installation. Councilman Blackburn stated that if Urban Renewal has done their homework and feel this is a worthwhile investment and are willing to pay the costs of the cameras then the least the city could do is provide the internet. Commissioner Simonson stated that he agreed. Mayor Brown stated there are cameras at the Rec Center and this was dealing with more property. Councilman Maloney moved to have the city bear the cost of internet connection and monthly fee for the skate park cameras. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Public Hearing-Annexation/Zone Designation-Mathias Property

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda is a public hearing for annexation and zone designation. Mayor Brown opened the public hearing at 7:27 p.m. and turned the time over to Wayne Call for his presentation. 
Wayne Call, 247 N. 4000 E., stated he wanted to apologize for not being at the previous meeting and thanked Ms. Packer for phone call reminder. Mr. Call stated this property is approximately 60 acres directly east of the railroad tracks. Mr. Call stated this was his parents land that was farmed all of their lives. Mr. Call stated there was a piece of land directly to the east of this property that is owned by a brother and was annexed into the city a few years ago. Mr. Call stated that as far as developing the property they really didn’t have a time line but wanted to make sure it was in the city when ready. Mr. Call stated they would like to develop something similar to what’s around Edward’s Theater. Mr. Call explained the property fronts Highway 48 on one side and 4000 East on the other. There was a brief discussion as to the location of the property. Councilman Blackburn asked about the zoning and Mr. Call stated he would like to do commercial for the entire piece of property. Robin Dunn, City Attorney, interjected and asked Mr. Call to point out the pipe that runs under the railroad track and comes onto the North end of this piece of property. Mr. Call stated it was a 12 or 16 inch culvert on that property and goes under the highway but comes short of the tracks. Mayor Brown asked if that line was currently being used and Mr. Call stated it is not. Councilman Smith asked if the two houses on the South were already annexed and Mr. Call stated they were. 
Mayor Brown stated he had the sign up sheets for this hearing and no one had signed up. Mayor Brown asked the audience if anyone wanted to sign and speak in favor. No testimony was given.

Mayor Brown asked the audience if anyone wanted to sign or speak neutral. No testimony was given.

Mayor Brown asked the audience if anyone wanted to sign or speak against. No testimony was given. 

Mayor Brown closed the public hearing at 7:35 p.m. and turned the time over to the council for deliberation. Councilman Marriott asked Ms. Packer to explain the annexation lines on the property. Councilman Smith asked about pockets of county being left and Ms. Packer explained this would clean that up along the North side of Highway 48 because this was the only piece other than the cemetery that hasn’t been annexed yet. 

Mayor Brown asked Ms. Packer to address the council with the findings from the Planning and Zoning Commission. Ms. Packer stated that when this item came in front of planning and zoning there was absolutely no one signed up for, against or neutral. Ms. Packer explained it was a quick and easy public hearing and the board unanimously approved the annexation and commercial zone designation. Ms. Packer stated the reason it had been previously recommended to ask for commercial was because the property directly to the West along the tracks is industrial and the property directly to the East across the road is residential so this would be the perfect buffer between the two zones. Mr. Dunn stated that clear out to the new school was annexed and explained the goal was to eventually annex all the pockets of county and this annexation would clean up those city lines. Councilman Blackburn moved to approve the annexation of the Mathias LLC property and grant commercial zone designation. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Hearing-Annexation/Zone Designation-Call Property-
Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was a public hearing for annexation and zone designation. Mayor Brown opened the public hearing at 7:40 p.m. and turned the time over to Wayne Call for his presentation. 

Wayne Call, 247 N. 4000 E., stated this parcel included two pieces of farm ground with the first one being adjacent to Yellowstone Log Home. Mr. Call explained Jim Bernard has a piece of property directly to the West of his property that they are looking at connecting in the future so there will be access onto 200 North and 4000 East. Mr. Call stated the next piece of farm ground is directly to the east and runs from 4000 East to 4100 East and would have accesses on both roads. Mr. Call stated there were no immediate plans for development but would like to be in the city with access to water and sewer when that time came. Mr. Call stated that Mr. Bernard was planning on bringing water and sewer to his development and there were plans on placing the lift station closer to his property and Mr. Call explained he would like to be able to upsize that to accommodate his development in the future. Councilman Marriott asked about another piece of property on the displayed map and it was explained that was an island belonging to Yellowstone Log that ran between two canals and therefore couldn’t be used for anything. Mr. Dunn asked what the proposed zoning for this property would be and Mr. Call stated he would like R-1. Councilman Blackburn asked if that was for all 135 acres and Mr. Call stated that was correct. Councilman Smith asked about other pieces of property and Mr. Call stated one was his house which he would like to keep out of the annexation at this time and other pieces of property were not owned by Mr. Call. There was a brief discussion regarding leaving the pockets of county and the cost of bringing them into the city in the future. 
Mayor Brown stated he had the sign up sheets for this hearing and no one had signed up. Mayor Brown asked the audience if anyone wanted to sign and speak in favor. No testimony was given.

Mayor Brown asked the audience if anyone wanted to sign or speak neutral. No testimony was given.

Mayor Brown asked the audience if anyone wanted to sign or speak against. No testimony was given. 

Mayor Brown closed the public hearing at 7:48 p.m. and turned the time over to the council for deliberation. Councilman Smith stated he had a problem leaving those pieces out. Councilman Simonson stated that he agreed and questioned the reason to leave them out. Mr. Dunn stated he couldn’t make that request because he doesn’t own that property. There was a brief discussion on the process of bringing those pieces of property into the city at a future time. 
Mayor Brown asked Ms. Packer to address the council with the findings from Planning and Zoning. Ms. Packer explained this hearing was a little more difficult as there was testimony against given from James Tibbits. Ms. Packer explained Mr. Tibbits currently has farm land and wanted to put farm animals on it and was afraid this annexation would prevent him from doing that. Ms. Packer stated it had been explained to Mr. Tibbitts that this annexation did not affect his property or his intentions. Ms. Packer explained that David Youngstrom testified as neutral. Ms. Packer stated that he was neither for nor against but his concern was the Yellowstone Log was already there and would continue to run business and make noise and just wanted that on the record. Ms. Packer stated other than that there was no problem and Planning and Zoning unanimously voted to approve this annexation. Councilman Blackburn stated the ideal situation would be to have all properties annexed as one but understood the need to have the city be the applicant on future annexations and felt the city needed to proceed with this application. Mayor Brown asked Mr. Dunn if he had any input and Mr. Dunn stated that Ms. Packer expressed exactly what had happened with planning and zoning and talked about the testimony given. Councilman Smith expressed a concern over leaving pockets of county and didn’t understand why they couldn’t force this to be done and Mr. Dunn stated this applicant couldn’t do it because he didn’t own the property. Councilman Smith stated he wanted to clean the lines up and Mr. Dunn stated he understood that but Mr. Call didn’t own the property and therefore couldn’t make that request. Mr. Call interjected stating that when they were ready to develop he would have no problem bringing the house in but without the benefit of city services didn’t feel it necessary to do that at this time. Councilman Day asked what the costs would be associated with annexing this other property in the future. Mr. Dunn stated there would be publications and mailings. Councilman Day asked about the extension of city services and Mr. Dunn stated annexation didn’t guarantee Mr. Call anything other than he’s going to be taxed more. Councilman Simonson asked if they approved the annexation this evening and then chose to annex this other property in a month and went to the property owners and told them of the intent for the annexation and advertised and gave notice and do the hearing steps the city would not have to provide water and sewer and Mr. Dunn stated that was correct. Councilman Smith asked if this would cost $1,500 and Mr. Dunn stated the intent of the city was to annex all these properties within the city which could cost as much as $4,000. Councilman Smith stated that if this was approved tonight as presented then they were in effect just causing more work for the city later on and Mr. Dunn stated that was a possibility. Police Chief Anderson stated one thing to consider is that if the house was brought in at this time and there was a call then the city officers would have to go down Highway 48 and down 4000 East to respond where if the city waited until it was developed then there would be more than just his house. Councilman Smith stated that he understood but didn’t agree as he still wanted the annexation to occur in straight lines and felt it should be denied until that could happen. Ms. Packer asked if she could interject and Mayor Brown turned the time over to her. Ms. Packer explained that she had been researching documents and have found that the City of Rigby has never done a forced annexation and wasn’t sure of the necessary steps for this. Ms. Packer went on to say that without the application, advertisements and mailings there couldn’t be a hearing and asked Mr. Dunn if that was correct which Mr. Dunn confirmed. Councilman Simonson stated that while he agreed with Councilman Smith that this needed to be done he also didn’t think it was fair to deny the annexation being presented tonight because someone else hadn’t applied. Councilman Day asked for clarification on the zoning request and it was explained that because the applicant requested residential it would default to R-1 as per city code. Councilman Blackburn stated that while he agreed with Councilman Smith he still had to consider the fact the city has never done forced annexations and that was something they would probably be doing in the near future. Councilman Simonson moved to approve the annexation and R-1 zone designation. Councilman Maloney seconded. Councilman Smith voted against. All others were in favor. 
Archibald Insurance-New Broker-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the proposal of a new broker and turned the time over to Ms. Kerbs for her presentation. 
Ms. Kerbs stated a representative from Archibald Insurance had come into her office and asked to be the city’s broker for the insurances. Ms. Kerbs stated the city already has a broker through Darrell Cheney. Ms. Kerbs explained that Archibald Insurance already handles some of the city’s insurance needs and felt it would be a good thing to have them handle the rest as well. Ms. Kerbs turned the time over to Porter Talbot of Archibald Insurance to give his presentation.
Mr. Talbot distributed some papers to the council explained that he is a broker with Archibald Insurance and that he is an employee benefit specialist. Mr. Talbot stated that Archibald Insurance is currently the liability agent for the city but does not do the employee benefits. Mr. Talbot stated they had been in business for over 60 years and currently does employee benefits for Madison Memorial Hospital, the City of Rexburg and Madison County and currently negotiating with Jefferson County. Mr. Talbot gave a brief explanation of his background which includes 24 years of experience. Mr. Talbot went on to explain some of the benefits and intranet access options and referred to the papers previously distributed. Mr. Talbot referred to the deductible buy down that Ms. Kerbs currently does and explained they would take over this duty at no extra charge to the city. There was a brief discussion regarding the various benefits and resources that Archibald Insurance could offer the city. Councilman Blackburn asked what insurances they already handle for the city and Mr. Talbot stated they manage the indemnity but would like to take on the health and dental insurances as well. Mr. Talbot explained the insurance agents get paid off commission from the insurance but that price does not change if the city chooses to change the insurance to another carrier. Councilman Simonson asked if the city was looking at changing insurances and Mr. Talbot stated this was not correct and Ms. Kerbs explained they will have the same insurance but would like to change the broker. Ms. Kerbs explained the benefits of having a broker closer to the city rather than having one farther away. There was a brief discussion on how to release the current broker, opinions of current employees and the availability of Mr. Talbot to answer questions. Mayor Brown suggested to the council that they allow city employees to meet with Mr. Talbot and then return to a future council meeting and suggest the change at that time. It was the consensus of the council to follow the recommendation of Mayor Brown. 
Harassment Policy-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the harassment policy and turned the time over to Ms. Kerbs for her presentation. 

Ms. Kerbs stated she had attended some training with ICRMP and explained they are the representative for risk management for the city. Ms. Kerbs stated that during this training it was decided the city was currently at risk as there isn’t a harassment policy in effect for the city employees. Ms. Kerbs explained this policy needed to include all forms of harassment not just the commonly known sexual harassment. Ms. Kerbs also explained she had made arrangements with ICRMP to come train city employees on May 7, 2008. Ms. Kerbs explained that ICRMP strongly recommended city council approve this policy and then train all the employees and make it part of city policy. Mayor Brown stated he recommended the council pass this policy this evening before the employees enter their training tomorrow. Councilman Day stated that after reviewing the policy there needed to be some corrections made prior to approval. Ms. Kerbs asked if they were typos and Councilman Day stated that in the definitions on page 3 and part 3 the last sentence states Snake River and needed to be changed. Councilman Day stated that all age discrimination lists 40 and asked if there was a law that indicated this and Ms. Kerbs stated she wasn’t sure as this policy came directly from ICRMP so she felt it was appropriate as they base there policies on case law. Councilman Marriott asked who the designated manager was going to be and Ms. Kerbs explained it could be either an elected official such as a councilmember or the Human Resource Manager, City Clerk or a department head. Ms. Kerbs explained it somewhat follows similar routes as the chain of command. Councilman Day said on page 4 in part 6 there needed to be a neutral party to handle any investigations and asked what the thoughts were on that and Ms. Kerbs explained the claim would be turned over to the city police but since Chief Anderson is a city employee then he would turn it over to the county to handle the third party investigation. Ms. Kerbs explained that if the city has no policy or an outdated policy then it’s very difficult for ICRMP to defend. Councilman Day asked Mr. Dunn if they could take the 40 out and just leave age discrimination and Ms. Kerbs explained that ICRMP was holding fast to the age of 40 in the wording. Mr. Dunn stated that just because ICRMP said something didn’t necessarily make it law but they were trained to defend litigation. Councilman Blackburn asked if ICRMP would still defend the city if they removed the age restriction on the discrimination and Mr. Dunn stated ICRMP liked having the line in the sand that’s why they like to have something written because it’s easier to defend. Mayor Brown stated he recommended to the council to pass this because the city really needs it. There was a brief discussion regarding how often to revisit this training. Mr. Dunn stated that even with it being implemented the employees need to sign off that they have attended and understand the training. There was a brief discussion regarding implementing policies and the needed trainings. Councilman Blackburn asked for the designated official to be clarified. Councilman Simonson moved to accept the harassment policy and designate the Mayor Brown or his duly appointed agent to be the designated official. Councilman Blackburn seconded. Councilman Day stated there still needed to be the name change on page 3 and Ms. Kerbs stated she would get that done. All were in favor. 
Approval of Bills and Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and minutes and stated they would start with the bills.

Mayor Brown asked if there were any questions, concerns or comments regarding the bills. Ms. Kerbs stated there was one more bill that wasn’t included in the packet that needed to be approved and that was for the water bond payment through US Bank. Ms. Kerbs stated there was also a bill for some work that Councilman Maloney had submitted on behalf of the Museum when their floor began sinking. Ms. Kerbs stated this bill was for Hymas Builders for $1,362. Councilman Blackburn asked about paying some costs for the DVDs submitted from the library. Councilman Blackburn stated that you could purchase DVDs at around $20 and so he was concerned over the amount listed and asked if there was a way of getting clarification that DVDs are actually what’s being purchased. Ms. Kerbs stated she could get the actual invoices for those and Councilman Blackburn stated that he would like that. Councilman Maloney asked if while Ms. Kerbs was getting those invoices if they could discuss the bill for the library. There was a brief discussion regarding this bill and Ms. Kerbs stated the payment could come from building maintenance out of the general fund. Councilman Smith questioned the $3,900 payment to Thompson Engineering for the Call Annexation and Ms. Kerbs explained that in order to get it recorded correctly there needed to be a boundary map and accurate legal description but this is a reimbursable expense through the annexation agreement. Councilman Day questioned the Thompson Engineering fee for 5th West and Ms. Kerbs explained the agreement with Depatco and Thompson Engineering to complete some improvements along 5th West and 1st North. Councilman Marriott questioned on page 6 for the Senior Citizens for $4,500 capital outlay and Ms. Kerbs stated that was money set aside in the budget for them and they had just asked for that money. Councilman Maloney moved to approve paying the bills, the water bond and Hymas Builders. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor.
Mayor Brown stated they would move on to the minutes and asked if there were any questions, comments or corrections. Councilman Simonson moved to approve the minutes as presented. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience for their comment. 

Gary Williams invited everyone to come out to the Veteran Memorial tomorrow night at 6:30 p.m. 

Councilman Day stated he had called Kurt Hibbert who had originally done the comprehensive plan and explained that he had agreed to attend a work session with city council and planning and zoning to get everyone on the same page as far as the intent of the document. Mayor Brown agreed that it would be beneficial to have everyone meet to go over several things. Ms. Kerbs stated she would get with Ms. Packer and get it set up. 

Councilman Day moved to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 subsection 1-E. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. Meeting was adjourned to executive session at 9:05 p.m.
Regular council meeting was reconvened at 9:25 p.m.

Mayor Brown turned the time over to Mr. Dunn to address the next issue for the council. Mr. Dunn explained they just came out of executive session regarding trade or commerce and now Mayor Brown could entertain a motion regarding design change in the sidewalk at 5th West within the City of Rigby. Mr. Dunn stated there was one issue and that was from Councilman Simonson. Councilman Simonson stated for the record that he is currently leasing a piece of property from Mr. Stoker and would therefore recuse himself from any voting on this item. Councilman Blackburn asked Mr. Dunn if the motion also needed to include the abandonment of the original design or just clarifying. Mr. Dunn stated just clarifying. Councilman Blackburn motioned to move the sidewalk along 5th West in a straight direction southward to Highway 48. Mr. Dunn interjected the need to include having Mr. Lamoreaux modify or reopen the bidding process with the three bid determination in the motion. Councilman Blackburn stated so moved. Councilman Day seconded. Councilman Simonson was recused. All others were in favor. 

Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at ____ p.m.
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
