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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to James Andersen who invited everyone to join him in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Councilman Marriott who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn, Councilman Day and Councilman Marriott. 

Sewer and Water Connection Fees-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was concerning the water and sewer connection fees and turned the time over to Jim Mullen for his presentation. 

Jim Mullen of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, stated he wanted to start out by saying the wastewater treatment plant was proceeding on schedule and was very pleased with the performance of the contractor. Mr. Mullen stated he hoped the city officials were receiving the monthly reports and stated if there was anything they wanted to see on those monthly reports to let him know. Councilman Marriott asked if there was anyone out there working on Saturdays and Mr. Mullen stated they occasionally work out there because they’re trying to get concrete poured before the sub-water comes. Mr. Mullen asked if there had been any issues with that and Councilman Marriott stated there had not. Councilman Blackburn asked if the project was on or ahead of schedule and Mr. Mullen stated there were some portions that were ahead and some portions that are a little behind schedule. Mr. Mullen gave a brief explanation of what was ahead and what was behind but stated that overall it was a little ahead of schedule. 
Mr. Mullen stated the reason he was here this evening was to discuss connection fees and why they could be beneficial to long term planning. Mr. Mullen stated there had been a committee put together under the previous administration to look into this and come up with suggestions but since the changes in the staff and administration it had been dropped. Mr. Mullen explained the importance of what this committee would do for the community. Mr. Mullen distributed papers to the council and talked about how the city code allows for the collection of fees and what those fees are to be used for. Mr. Mullen gave a brief explanation of the different things they had looked at when reviewing connection fees and how they determined the new estimated cost. Mr. Mullen stated he had heard concern over increasing the connection fees because it would take away from growth. Mr. Mullen said he couldn’t determine the impact this would have on growth but he needed to address the concerns of the city and felt this was where the city needed to look because if not the city would not have the funds to pay for future infrastructure improvements. Mr. Mullen asked the city council to consider changing part of the code in relation to connections and distribution of those funds. Mr. Mullen also asked they take consideration for the single family dwellings and commercial businesses to pay different amounts. 
Councilman Simonson asked how these charges would affect the capital improvement plan because they were already talking increasing the rates and Mayor Brown stated this presentation was more to bring the council up to speed on things that had been dropped so they could tie up loose ends. Mr. Mullen stated there needed to be provisions made to make sure there weren’t several things coming out of the same fund so there wouldn’t be additional problems in the future. Councilman Simonson suggested tying in all three of the projects together so it could be done at once and the city would know where it was going. Mayor Brown stated he appreciated the work that Mr. Mullen has put into this project and for his time this evening. Councilman Blackburn stated he had a concern over raising the rates to a point that would stifle growth. Councilman Blackburn stated there had just been an approved increase and so he asked Robin Dunn, City Attorney, if it was possible for another increase and Mr. Dunn stated the city code stated the increases could be made as the council sees fit. There was a brief discussion regarding reinstating a committee to look into the connection fees. Councilman Day asked if there would be a public hearing involved in raising the rates and Ms. Kerbs stated there would. There was a brief discussion regarding the potential costs of septic systems in the county. 
Appointment of Advisory Committee-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the appointment of an advisory committee and turned the time over to Ms. Kerbs for her presentation. 

Ms. Kerbs explained she had sent out information in the council packets and that part of it was the resolution to adopt an advisory committee. Ms. Kerbs explained that under state statute for the impact study there was the need to appoint an advisory committee to meet and review all documentations with the company performing the evaluation. Ms. Kerbs went on to explain there were three members from Jefferson County and two from the City of Rigby. Ms. Kerbs explained there need to be someone with experience in building and/or development and that was why she was suggesting Darrin Sweeney. Ms. Kerbs suggested passing this resolution and allow the meetings to proceed and complete the study. Mayor Brown stated Mr. Dunn had pointed out a couple typos and Ms. Kerbs stated she would get those corrected prior to signing. Ms. Kerbs stated this resolution does mirror the Jefferson County Resolution being presented to the County Commissioners. Mayor Brown turned the time over to Mr. Dunn for a reading of the resolution and Mr. Dunn read Resolution 2008-137 into the record as follows:

Car Show/Car Race-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was a car show/car race and turned the time over to Todd Stowell for his presentation. 

Todd Stowell of Monte Wight Chevrolet, 409 Farnsworth Way, stated he wanted to thank the council for taking the time to listen to him this evening. Mr. Stowell stated the purpose for his presence this evening was they were slated to have a car show on June 12, 2008 which would be the 4th year in a row. Mr. Stowell explained that last year they didn’t have their usual location and so they had requested the use of the city park which turned out perfect and so he was there this evening to ask for permission to use the park again this year. Mr. Stowell explained he had been talking with Rick Lamoreaux, Park/Street/Sanitation Supervisor, and he agreed to mark the sprinklers and help with the provisions to minimize any problems. Mayor Brown explained he had talked to Mr. Lamoreaux and Mr. Stowell regarding this issue and that Mr. Stowell indicated if there was any damage to sprinklers or anything they would pay to replace them. Mr. Stowell stated that was correct. There was a brief discussion regarding handicapped curb cuts into the park. Councilman Marriott asked which street the race would be held on and Mr. Stowell stated the races would be held in the same place as they have the last two years. Mr. Stowell explained he had talked to the Police Departments and they just wanted the same rules to apply this year as has in the past. Councilman Smith moved to allow the car show/car race for July 12, 2008 as presented by Mr. Stowell. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Mr. Stowell asked if he needed to obtain approval every year or if he could just plan it and Mayor Brown suggested keeping the lines of communication open by at least having him check with them. Mr. Stowell stated they were looking for a new location to hold the race and wanted the council to be aware of that. 

Drinking Water Grant-
Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the need for a resolution on something they had discussed before regarding an application for a grant that Jim Mullen had been working on. Mayor Brown asked Mr. Mullen to come forward and remind the council what this grant was for. 

Mr. Mullen explained they had requested the council allow for a grant from DEQ to do a water facilities study. Mr. Mullen explained this document would evaluate the water system, look at the capacity, look at the needs and outline a plan. Mr. Mullen explained that DEQ would pay half the costs associated with this grant. Mr. Mullen explained the approval processes and what the passing of this resolution would mean. Mayor Brown turned the time over to Mr. Dunn.

Mr. Dunn stated this was a form that is developed by DEQ and would be Resolution 2008-138 and read that into the record as follows:

Department of Environmental Quality

Authorizing Resolution

A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Rigby authorizing the Mayor to sign all applications, grant agreements and other documents relating to drinking water planning grants. 
WHEREAS, the City of Rigby intends to develop a plan for drinking water facilities for the City of Rigby water system; such plan being necessary to determine the needs of the area for health, safety, and well being of the people; and,

WHEREAS, the plan is to be developed in accordance with the requirements in Idaho RULES FOR ADMINISTRSATION OF PLANNING GRANTS FOR DRINKING WATER FACILITIES (IDAPA 58.01.22), and will set forth drinking water facilities required to be constructed to serve the needs of the area; and, 

WHEREAS, the costs of the planning of the drinking water facilities is eligible for state funding;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Rigby, Idaho, that Mayor Ryan Brown is duly authorized to sign applications, grant agreements and amendments, and other documents relating to drinking water facilities planning grants.

Passed and adopted by the City Council of the City of Rigby on the 3rd day of June 2008. 

Mr. Dunn stated there would need to be a vote and if passed would be signed and duly attested and recorded. Mayor Brown stated he had brought this before the Water Mitigation Committee and they were very excited about it. Mr. Mullen stated this was a very effective tool in evaluating whether water is available in a certain area. Councilman Blackburn asked Mr. Mullen if this would tie into what he had presented earlier and Mr. Mullen stated this was correct. Councilman Simonson moved to adopt and approve Resolution 2008-138 as presented. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. On a roll call vote:

Mayor Brown asked the council if anyone had information, comments or suggestions to present this evening. Councilman Day stated he would like to get the rules and regulations for getting water from fire hydrants because this was becoming a growing problem. Mayor Brown stated the Police Department and James Andersen, Water/Sewer Supervisor, have been watching this very carefully and making sure the people that are taking the water have the appropriate approval. Mr. Andersen explained these people were required to have their trucks inspected, fill out the appropriate papers and be assigned a particular fire hydrant which makes it easier to monitor. Councilman Blackburn asked if there was anything pertaining to fines and Mayor Brown stated it was in the city code. Ms. Kerbs interjected and stated it was considered a misdemeanor fine and could be pursued as such. Councilman Blackburn suggested getting very aggressive on this and making sure the police officers are out there checking and issuing citations. Mr. Dunn suggested putting in a public service notice to put the community on notice. Mr. Andersen stated there is a big problem with fire hydrants getting broke and no one is accountable and so the city shoulders that cost. Councilman Maloney asked if there was a locking type mechanism for fire hydrants and Mayor Brown stated that had been looked at but the cost was quite substantial considering how many fire hydrants are located within the city. There was a brief discussion regarding the locks and where those can be purchased and the different kinds available. Councilman Blackburn stated he had a problem having the city taxpayers paying for those locks when everyone could get involved and make a call. Councilman Simonson asked if there was something they could be given to these people to show they’re legal to obtain water and Ms. Kerbs explained they were given a permit that was signed by city staff giving them permission and they’re asked to display this in their trucks. There was a brief discussion regarding having one fire hydrant that is allowed to be used and then if someone uses another one then they’re illegal. Mayor Brown asked Mr. Andersen to do some research and then come before the council at the next meeting with a proposal on the location. Councilman Maloney asked how many hydrants there were in the city and Mr. Andersen stated there were more than 100 hydrants. There was a brief discussion regarding the penalties involved in tampering with the water system without permission. 
Mayor Brown reminded the council there was the parade coming up. Ms. Kerbs asked how many council members were planning on riding in the parade and no one indicated they were other than Mayor Brown. Ms. Kerbs stated the parade was June 14, 2008 and asked everyone to consider taking part in this. 

Approval of Bills

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the bills and asked if there were any questions comments or concerns regarding any item listed. Councilman Maloney stated he had a question on page 7 for Valley Rooter Drain service and asked whether that was residential and Mr. Andersen stated this was an insert on a broken residential line and actually saved the city from having to replace asphalt and sidewalk. Councilman Marriott asked about a charge for City Hall and Ms. Kerbs explained it was for the conference phone located there in the council room that was purchased for hearings and other times when it’s needed for meetings. Councilman Marriott asked about a charge for an aerial photo and Ms. Kerbs stated this was for an updated version of the picture of the City of Rigby so they could see the growth. Councilman Marriott asked about the charge for Thompson Engineering regarding the Central Fire Annexation and Ms. Kerbs explained this was after going through the process of annexation some time ago except for the actual filing of the ordinance. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the bills as presented. Councilman Smith seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of May 6, 2008 Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the May 6, 2008 minutes and asked for any concerns or changes. Councilman Blackburn asked if this was really from the May 6th meeting and Ms. Kerbs explained that Paula Sessions does the minutes for her and had taken some time off to get married and so it’s put her behind on the minutes but this should be taken care of by the next council meeting. Councilman Marriott asked if there had been anything further done with Archibald Insurance and Ms. Kerbs explained she was waiting for something back from the current broker so she could approach the employees. Councilman Blackburn moved to approve the minutes from May 6, 2008 as presented. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

Benjamin Davis, 419 N. 4th West, stated he lives in the City of Rigby and was concerned over the water and sewer connections fees. Mr. Davis explained the sewer rates had been raised a couple times over the past 10 years and doesn’t feel it’s fair to compare the costs of putting wells and septics in the county to what it costs for the city. Mr. Davis stated that just because they can be raised doesn’t mean they should be. Mr. Davis also expressed a concern over there being more members from the county than from the city on this proposed advisory committee. Mr. Davis stated this happens too often and doesn’t feel there’s a good representation on the city needs when that happens. Mr. Davis gave a brief explanation of proposed alternatives to the impact fees. 
Paul Hepworth, 571 Aspen Drive, stated he had a couple questions and started with asking Mr. Mullen for clarifications on his presentation. There was a brief discussion on growth and capacity for the treatment facility. Mr. Hepworth gave an estimated amount of what should be in the water and sewer connections fund due to the number of permits that have been issued and this doesn’t match what Ms. Kerbs indicates is currently in that fund. Mr. Hepworth stated there needed to be accountability for where this money was spent. Mr. Hepworth stated he would like to challenge the council to look into how much is currently being charged and what you should expect to received from that before they consider an increase. Mr. Hepworth asked about the advisory committee and whether there would be two different capital improvement plans when this was finished. Ms. Kerbs stated there would be one for the county and one for the city. Mr. Hepworth then asked why there is only one committee when there will be two plans. Mayor Brown stated the main reasons the city went with the county on this was cost savings for both entities and better communication between the two entities. Mr. Hepworth stated he is concerned over the increase on the water and sewer connection fees. Mr. Hepworth asked the committee go through their procedure and put the plan in motion before increasing the connections were considered. Councilman Smith asked where the amounts that Mr. Hepworth had come up with and Mr. Hepworth gave a brief explanation over the figures and the number of permits. 
Mayor Brown asked if there was any other public comment. No further comments were given. 

Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
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
