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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Marilyn Kamoe who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Councilman Blackburn who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn, Councilman Day and Councilman Marriott. 

New Sign for the Library-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was a new sign for the library and turned the time over to Rick Lamoreaux, Park/Street/Sanitation Supervisor, to give his presentation. 
Mr. Lamoreaux stated he had been looking at replacing the sign over at the library because every time it needs changed it’s so high up you have to have more than one person involved just for safety purposes alone. Mr. Lamoreaux explained the current sign is about 40 feet in the air and the bucket truck barely reaches it. Mr. Lamoreaux explained the new sign could be changed with a computer pad inside the building and so there wouldn’t be the man hours and use of bucket truck expenses. Mr. Lamoreaux gave a brief explanation on the options available with the new sign, the costs associated with removal of the old sign. There was a brief slide presentation to demonstrate some of the capabilities of the new sign. Mr. Lamoreaux gave a brief explanation on each slide. Councilman Blackburn asked about the protection from vandalism and projected height of the sign. Councilman Blackburn asked if the current sign had power and whether the new sign would be more efficient and Mr. Lamoreaux stated the current sign is illuminated and that it’s hard to find parts for it and that he felt this new sign would be more energy efficient. Councilman Blackburn asked if the cost to replace parts would be expensive and Mr. Lamoreaux stated that was correct but that he had been reassured the parts in question have not been replaced in ten years the company has been installing them. Mayor Brown interjected saying this could be used by the community not just the city or library and asked how many messages the new sign could display. Marilyn Kamoe, Library Director, stated there could be five at one time. Mr. Lamoreaux stated he had solicited bids and this one came in the very lowest and included the software, the training and electrical where the other bids didn’t include those costs. There was a brief discussion on who would benefit from the use of this sign. Councilman Marriott asked if this new sign would be in compliance with the city’s ordinance and Mr. Lamoreaux stated that it would. There was a brief discussion regarding the removal of the old sign and the fastening of the new sign. Mayor Brown asked how long it takes to change the current sign and Mr. Lamoreaux stated it took about an hour and a half to two hours and this was two guys. Councilman Blackburn asked how often the sign gets changed and Mr. Lamoreaux stated about 40 times per year. Mr. Lamoreaux stated that even if approved this evening it would take a minimum of 8 weeks to get it here and installed. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the purchase of a new sign for the library. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. 
5th West Update-
Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the 5th West update and turned the time over to Ms. Kerbs for her presentation. 
Ms. Kerbs stated she didn’t have pictures like at the last meeting update but wanted to let the council know that the sidewalk will be completed from 1st North to Highway 48 by the end of the week. Ms. Kerbs stated the guardrail is in place and looks nice. Ms. Kerbs stated she has asked for two bids on the streetlights but has only received one and that came in as $21,778.00. Ms. Kerbs explained the bidder is aware of the deadlines and restrictions. Councilman Day asked about the grade of the sidewalk and Ms. Kerbs explained they were holding out on a certain point before Highway 48 so they can work with Ben Burke of ITD to match their sidewalk work there. Ms. Kerbs stated they were also looking at adding landscape or some other beautification items along the sidewalk. Councilman Simonson asked if this completed the city’s agreement on the settlement and Ms. Kerbs stated this would. Mr. Lamoreaux gave a brief explanation on the signs for the area and when those would be installed. There was a brief discussion on the expected costs and what the actual costs are coming out to be. 
Mayor Brown stated he wanted to recognize the scouts in the audience and thank them for attending the meeting this evening. 

Other Council Business-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was an opening for any other business, comments, concerns or questions. Robin Dunn, City Attorney, stated the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for the city and county building officials prepared and ready for Mayor Brown’s signature. Mr. Dunn gave a brief explanation of what an MOU is and how that pertains to the new school being built. Councilman Marriott asked about the unauthorized taking of water from the fire hydrants and whether Larry Anderson, Chief of Police, knew of this problem. Chief Anderson stated they had caught a few last year and this year they’ve been checking and so far they’ve been legal to get the water. There was a brief discussion on the water concerns, approval procedure and possible limitations. Councilman Blackburn asked to take a moment and recognize Dorie Robertson and Jeanne Kerbs for all the work they’ve done with the recreation center and with Stampede Days. Mayor Brown stated that he would also like to thank Gaelynn Hinckley for all her time and efforts she’s put in at the Recreation Center as well. 
Approval of Bills-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the bills and asked if there were any questions or concerns. Councilman Marriott stated there was a cost attributed to the recreation center and wanted to know if there was any income to offset that and Dorie Robertson, Rec Center Manager, stated there has been money coming in. Ms. Kerbs explained there had been a budget granted for this and they were able to stay within that budget. Councilman Marriott asked about the refund for the rec center and Mrs. Robertson gave a brief explanation on what that was for. Councilman Smith moved to approve the bills as presented. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of May 20, 2008 Minutes

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the May 20, 2008 minutes and asked if there were any questions, corrections or comments. Councilman Marriott stated there were a couple of typos with one being on page 8 in the 3rd paragraph and on page 14 at the bottom. Ms. Kerbs stated she would get those changed. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the minutes with the proposed changes. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. 
Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

Gaelynn Hinckley, 141 W 1st North, stated she was very excited about the new sign for the library however she was concerned over the Recreation Board committing money to the purchase of the new sign and didn’t remember that being approved by the board. Ms. Kerbs explained the budgets for the Recreation Center and the Library and how she had committed those funds and stated it was an oversight on her part if it needed to go to the board first. 

Dorie Robertson stated she wanted to let the council members know how much the rec center employees had helped during the parade and stuff. Mrs. Robertson also wanted to thank Gaelynn Hinckley and her husband for all the help they had given. 

Mayor Brown asked if there was any other public comment. No other comments were given. 

Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the regular meeting and go into a budget work session. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. The regular meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
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
