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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Gary Williams who invited everyone to join him in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Councilman Maloney who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn, Councilman Day and Councilman Marriott. 

Review of the New Elementary School-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the review of the new elementary school and explained to the audience that he had asked the school board to attend and listen while the council discussed what was going on with this issue. 
Mayor Brown stated he felt this was an important issue in the community and wanted to make sure everyone was on the same page. Mayor Brown stated he had talked to the Building Inspector and some other professionals on how this item was to progress. Mayor Brown turned the time over to Mike McCowin, City Building Official, to give a brief explanation on the status of the project. 
Mike McCowin, 668 N 3600 E, Menan, City Building Official, stated he wanted to first reassure the board of his experience. Mr. McCowin stated he has been in the business for 30 years, has done several commercial buildings and has supervised work. Mr. McCowin stated that when it comes to constructing a school the plans are turned over to the State and they perform the plan review. Mr. McCowin stated he had received the fire protection review and the mechanical, civil and electrical reviews and would soon be able to issue the building permit. Mr. McCowin explained what he was expecting during the construction and the working relation between Mr. McKinsey and himself. Mr. McCowin gave a brief explanation of some of the tests that would be done and who would perform them. 
Brad McKinsey, 3440 Circle S Drive, Idaho Falls, stated he has been hired by the school as the construction manager project and wanted to say he felt Mr. McCowin was doing a great job and between the two of them would make all inspections. Mr. McKinsey stated there would be tests done that were above and beyond what Mr. McCowin would be requiring as well. 
Robin Dunn, City Attorney, asked Mr. McCowin to explain the terms of the MOU with the county regarding the school. Mr. McCowin explained the recent annexations and building permit concerns and stated the purpose and meaning for the MOU was to alleviate any questions from arising. 

Dan Taylor stated he had just moved back to Rigby and wanted to know who would be responsible for the mistakes on this new school. Mr. McCowin asked for clarification on this remark. There was a brief discussion regarding the building concerns that had happened with the other school recently built and the legalities there. Ron Tolman, School Superintendent, came forward and clarified what had happened in the past and explained where they were going in the future. 

Mr. Dunn explained the MOU and the understanding between the city and county inspectors and stated the school board would need to look to Mr. McCowin as the City Building Official for all inspections and code requirements. Mr. McCowin encouraged the members of the school board to come in and talk with him or call him whenever they had any questions or concerns over what was going on with the new school. Mr. Tolman stated he felt there was a good working relationship with Mr. McCowin and they were very excited to have him on this project with them. 
Mayor Brown stated he would like to turn the time over to Jim Mullen of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, so he could address the council and audience. Mr. Mullen stated he wanted to let the council know they were excited to work on this project with the city. Mr. Mullen explained there had been a meeting with the engineer, Mayor and developer on the job site and felt there were some agreements that needed to be completed before this project proceeded. Mr. Mullen stated that among these were the annexation agreement for the school and adjacent subdivision and development agreement for subdivision. Mr. Mullen explained that as an engineer he was concerned over the water, sewer and traffic. Mr. Mullen talked about the fire chief addressing water flow concerns over current well proposal, sewer lines and traffic access concerns. Councilman Blackburn asked what the deficiency was regarding the water flow and Mr. Mullen stated there needed to be 1,500 gallons per minute and the proposal was about 1,000 so that would need to be revised a little. Councilman Blackburn asked about the proposed size of sewer lines and Mr. Mullen stated there was a 6” pressurized line coming into an 8” gravity line in the city just east of Highway 20. Councilman Blackburn asked if he felt this was adequate given the size of the development and Mr. Mullen stated it may be depending on what accommodations were made for that in the size of the pumps. Mr. Mullen stated the main concern was the ability of current lines within the city being able to handle the increase and had made a recommendation to the developer to look into that and was waiting to hear back from that review. Councilman Simonson asked about the well and connection into the city water service and the specifications it would be built to and Councilman Day asked about any deficiencies and Mr. Mullen stated they would have to meet DEQ and engineering specifications on the well and they would like to see an upsized line on the water going to this development preferably a 12” or 16” line. Mr. Dunn explained the reason Mr. Mullen was here to present was so the school board was informed of what was going on. Mayor Brown stated the city was still waiting on a signed annexation agreement. Mr. Dunn gave a brief explanation of the annexed property and how it affects the school’s property. There was a brief discussion regarding the annexation agreement. 
Rigby Towne Square Review-
Mayor Brown stated the next item was Rigby Towne Square review and turned the time over to Mr. McCowin for his presentation. 
Mike McCowin, 3600 E 668 N, Menan, City Building Official, stated he had received some additional information today regarding this development and asked that this item be tabled so that he could have time to review the documents. Councilman Blackburn moved to table this item. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 

Other Council Business-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was additional council business and stated he would turn the time over to Robin Dunn, City Attorney, for his presentation. 

Mr. Dunn stated his item had to do with the previous agenda item. Mr. Dunn explained the county had asked him to bring forth a document requesting the infrastructure for Rigby Towne Square be completed. Mr. Dunn stated this request has more to do with the completion of Courthouse Way that goes to the Annis Highway. Councilman Blackburn asked if this agreement puts things in motion to complete this road within a timeframe and Mr. Dunn stated the road was supposed to be completed already. Mr. Dunn stated the reason this is being brought to the council’s attention is this development is within city limits and therefore the city is supposed to be a participant in getting this road completed. Mr. Dunn also stated this agreement would extend the timeframe to September 2008. Councilman Simonson asked about the other infrastructure concerns and Mr. Dunn stated he didn’t include those in this agreement because it is already part of the development agreement between the city and the developer. There was a brief discussion regarding the requirements stated in a development agreement and how this pertains to Rigby Towne Square. There was a brief discussion on building permits issued in the area and Mr. McCowin confirmed there have been four permits issued. Councilman Blackburn asked if this was a separate issue from what Mr. McCowin had tabled or if they needed to table this item as well. Mr. Dunn stated he couldn’t answer that because he didn’t know what information Mr. McCowin had and why he chose to table his item. Mr. McCowin stated he would like to have time to review all the information and come back with more information. Councilman Blackburn asked if approving this agreement would have any effect on what he’s reviewing and Mr. McCowin stated that it could. There was a brief discussion regarding possible conditions for a motion. Willard Price, developer of Rigby Towne Square, asked if he could have a copy of the letter from the county and one was provided for him. Councilman Day asked Mr. McCowin if he would prefer they table this item due to the information he was looking at and Mr. McCowin indicated he would. Councilman Day moved to table the agreement on Courthouse Way. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. 
Mayor Brown asked if there was any other council business. 

Paula Sessions, Planning and Zoning Assistant, came forward and stated that she had received a letter of resignation from Tamara Rochette of the Planning and Zoning Commission. Mrs. Sessions explained Ms. Rochette was the chairperson and had talked about resigning for quite some time but had made it official with a letter. Mrs. Sessions stated that she would request another person be appointed to the commission and the appointment of a new chair. Mrs. Sessions explained that Gerd Zimmermann has been acting as chair because he has the longest tenure. Councilman Day stated that he would like to talk to some people and would present names at the next council meeting.

Approval of Bills-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and asked if there were any questions, comments or concerns. 

Councilman Marriott asked about the Korry Blackburn striping payment on page 4 for $5,578. Rick Lamoreaux,Street/Parks/Sanitation Supervisor, stated he was getting paid as he completed projects around the city. Councilman Marriott asked how much had been completed and Mr. Lamoreaux stated about one-third. There was a brief discussion on the work that had been requested. Councilman Marriott asked Ms. Kerbs how long the water bond was going to be in place and Ms. Kerbs stated until 2012. Councilman Blackburn moved to approve the bills. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of June 03, 2008 Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the June 3, 2008 minutes and asked if there were any questions or corrections. 

Councilman Blackburn stated he had a question on the first page in the bottom paragraph regarding where Mr. Mullen stated increasing the connection fees would stop growth and didn’t recall him saying that so he asked there be a review into this by the City Clerk. Mayor Brown asked if they wanted to hold the approval of these minutes until that review had been complete and Councilman Blackburn stated yes. It was decided to hold the approval until the next meeting. 
Approval of June 17, 2008 Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the June 17, 2008 minutes and asked if there were any questions or corrections. 

Councilman Smith moved to approve the June 17, 2008 minutes as presented. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

Dan Taylor, 158 W. 1st South, stated he lives 4 houses down from the Museum on the same side of the street and had put in new sidewalk put in the front of his property. Mr. Taylor stated the sidewalk going along the property was a mess and stated he had read something about the city paying half of the cement. Mr. Taylor stated he believed the sidewalk was city property and didn’t understand why he had to pay half of anything. Mr. Taylor stated this was a public sidewalk and didn’t feel he had to pay for it. Mr. Lamoreaux gave a brief explanation on the ownership of the sidewalk and explained what the program entailed for repairs. 
Mayor Brown asked if there was any other public comment. No other comments were given. 

Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:55 p.m. 
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
