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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Lori Dye who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then took the time to give the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn, Councilman Day and Councilman Marriott. 

Horizon Project-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the Horizon Project and turned the time over to Lori Dye for her presentation. 
Lori Dye, representing the University of Idaho, came forward and distributed some pamphlets to the council members and a few to the audience. Mrs. Dye explained this was an educational program the City of Rigby had an opportunity to be involved in. Mrs. Dye explained this was a good funded program and referred to various pages in the pamphlet as she went over funding, community eligibility, committee requirements, possible areas of concern and the no commitment meeting scheduled for August 27, 2008. Mayor Brown asked what communities up north are taking part of this type project and Mrs. Dye stated Bonners Ferry and Cascade were. Mrs. Dye explained there was no fee involved in getting started. Councilman Blackburn questioned the five committee members by asking if there were specific bylaws for just city residents and Mrs. Dye explained the members could be from the city or the county. 
Airport Grant-Runway Pavement-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda is for the airport grant and turned the time over to Ms. Kerbs for her presentation. 

Ms. Kerbs explained the airport had received a grant some time ago for their fence and went back to the aeronautics department to get additional funding for the runway paving. Ms. Kerbs stated there was the grant approval acceptance in the council packets and stated this was a match funds grant and needs to be approved by the city. Ms. Kerbs stated the matched funds would be coming from the airport itself and therefore no money would come from the City of Rigby. Ms. Kerbs explained they would need to approve the acceptance of the grant and pass a supporting resolution. Councilman Maloney moved to accept the grant and allow the Mayor to sign and adopt the resolution. Councilman Smith seconded. All were in favor. 

Councilman Day asked about the supporting resolution and Ms. Kerbs stated the number would be 137. Councilman Day stated he had a couple questions on the wording and went over the items and suggested the grant acceptance and resolution indicate the same. There was a brief discussion regarding the acceptance and change of the wording. 

Rigby Towne Square Review-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the Rigby Towne Square review and turned the time over to Mike McCowin, City Building Official, for his presentation. 

Mike McCowin, 668 N. 3600 E. Menan, City Building Official, stated he was present this evening to discuss what was done so far with Rigby Towne Square. Mr. McCowin stated that since the last meeting he had met with Mr. Price, had found some additional information, talked with the engineer on record and then went to Harper-Levitt and have as-builts for divisions 1 and 2 and were working on those for division 6. Mr. McCowin stated that presently Mr. Price has not signed the development agreement and so they were waiting for that. Mr. McCowin stated he would like to have another week to get Mr. Price to sign the agreement and to have that time to work with the engineer. Mayor Brown asked what the recommendation would be and Mr. McCowin stated he would like to go back to the original motion of withholding the sale of building permits until all this information and documentation was obtained. There was a brief discussion regarding the recorded plats and the extension of Call Heir road to the Annis Highway. Mr. Dunn asked what the feeling was on withholding the occupancy permits and having the contractors put a little pressure on the developer and Mr. McCowin stated that way would cause problems with the banks because they wouldn’t loan on property with that being done. Mr. McCowin stated the building permits should never be issued until all prior requirements are met. Councilman Blackburn asked if this recommendation was followed would Mr. Price be contacted and given his options and Mr. McCowin stated he would contact Mr. Price and let him know that if the required documents and information was not received then future building permits would be held. Mayor Brown stated he felt Mr. Price had more than enough time and has known he was under a timeline from previous meetings. Mayor Brown went on to say he felt the city needed to make sure they were following the codes and ordinances and have Mr. Price held to the same requirements as other developers. Councilman Blackburn stated he didn’t have a problem with the recommendation as long as there was communication with Mr. Price to make him full aware of the city’s intentions. Councilman Day asked if Mr. Price had agreed to any sort of timeline to completing these deficiencies and Mr. McCowin stated he had talked to Mr. Price but has not received much feedback from him. Mayor Brown stated his concern was over any problems with water or sewer since the city completed the chip sealing of the road that should have been the developer’s responsibility. Mayor Brown explained that he had personally taken time off work to come meet with Mr. Price and that Mr. Price had assured him he would get right on these requirements but that hasn’t happened. There was a brief discussion regarding building permits and buying lots and time lines for completion. Councilman Day asked Mr. Dunn what the county thought of this and Mr. Dunn stated that he was trying to have the city put a little pressure on Mr. Price because the county was fed up with him because he refused to sign their agreements. Councilman Marriott asked if there were any more lots for sale in that development and Mr. McCowin stated there were. There was a brief discussion on the possibility of pursuing legal action. Mr. Dunn stated he didn’t believe there was any bonding to enforce these completions in this development. Councilman Day stated he felt the building permits should be stopped now and then if the papers aren’t signed in a week then the city authorizes Mr. Dunn to pursue legal action. Councilman Smith stated he agreed with sending a stronger message to Mr. Price. Councilman Maloney moved to hold the issuance of building permits, give Mr. Price a week to sign the appropriate agreements or grant Mr. Dunn permission to pursue legal action. Councilman Simonson asked for clarification on the motion, it was explained and amended to include certificates of occupancies being withheld. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. 
Illegal Hydrant Water Usage-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the illegal use of hydrant water and turned the time over to Councilman Marriott for his presentation. 

Councilman Marriott stated this item had been up for discussion for over a year now and there have been several violations reported including last Friday when someone called him to say there was a truck out on Highway 48 getting water. Councilman Marriott stated he had followed up with that, the police were contacted and the person was cited. Councilman Marriott stated that if you referred to city code 8-1-22 on fire hydrants it says no one other than the fire department shall obtain water from the fire hydrant without permission from the Public Works Director. Councilman Marriott stated city code 8-1-34 talks about tampering with the water system and 1-4-1 talks about the penalty for doing this. Councilman Marriott stated he was concerned over the possibility of contamination of the city water, possible damage to the fire hydrant and potential problems with demands on the water system. Mayor Brown stated these are being enforced and citations being issued but it requires everyone being vigilant and calling when they see this happening. Larry Anderson, Chief of Police, said that if you see this happening please get a license number so they can be cited even if they aren’t in the act when an officer is dispatched. Jim Andersen, Water/Sewer Supervisor, came forward and explained the procedure and documentation currently in place for obtaining water. Mayor Brown asked if there was a legal clause that could be placed with that indicating if the person drawing water doesn’t follow procedure and causes contamination they are held liable. Mr. Dunn stated there needed to be a formal thing in place that informs someone of the problems then if they violate it’s easier to prosecute than those that do it without any knowledge. There was a brief discussion regarding the length of the permit, possible procedure changes and inspections performed on vehicles. There was a brief discussion regarding assigning a particular area for the obtaining of water. 
Other Council Business-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was other council business and turned the time over to the council. 

Councilman Blackburn stated he had received a phone call from a concerned person regarding the steps over on some of the apartments on Caribou Street. Councilman Blackburn stated he had called the building inspector and had him inspect the stairs and asked him to explain what he found out. Mr. McCowin gave a brief explanation on what he found, how they had been constructed and how the code works and his conversation with the property manager. Mr. McCowin stated there were other dangerous, unsafe situations in the city in addition to these apartments and explained how the code needed to be addressed so that it gave him better enforcement of the standards. There was a brief discussion regarding the conditions of the apartments. 
Approval of Bills-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the bills and asked if there were any questions or concerns. 

Ms. Kerbs explained there was another list sitting on their desks as the library didn’t get their payables in on time and were not included in the packets. Rick Lamoreaux, Park/Street/Sanitation Supervisor, asked if the correction on the garbage can charges had been corrected and Ms. Kerbs stated that had been taken care of. There was a brief discussion regarding the garbage can charges and can longevity. Ms. Kerbs also explained there was a change in the police fees because the building has been sold and so there isn’t a lease payment to Jefferson County. Councilman Blackburn asked about the chip sealing on 5th West and there was an explanation of the total charge and what services were done in accordance to that fee. Councilman Marriott asked about a charge on page 2 for planning and zoning and Ms. Kerbs stated the city needed to pay the engineer for the review of the developments but there is a clause in the development agreements that allow the city to recoup some fees when they exceed the normal review. Councilman Blackburn moved to accept and approve the payment of the bills. Councilman Smith seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes and asked if there were any concerns or changes. 

Councilman Blackburn stated there needed to be a correction on the spelling of Shari Poulson’s name. Councilman Smith moved to approve the minutes with the corrections noted. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

No comments were given.

Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 8:33 p.m.
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
