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7:00 p.m.

Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Kimber Tower who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Ryan Brown, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn, Councilman Smith, Councilman Day and Councilman Marriott. 

Mayor Brown stated he would like to deviate from the agenda for a moment. Mayor Brown explained there had been a certificate of appreciation in his packet for the past few meetings and would like to take the time to give this out since the person was in attendance. Mayor Brown asked for Gaelynn Hinckley to come forward and he stated there had been hours spent at the Rec Center giving of her time and wanted to present her with the certificate. 

Library Board Member Appointment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the library board member appointment and turned the time over to Councilman Simonson for his presentation. 
Councilman Simonson stated he would like to propose that Lisa Hardyman be appointed to the library board for another term. Councilman Simonson explained that Mrs. Hardyman had served as Chairperson on the board and done a remarkable job and that she has indicated she would like to continue to serve on the board. Mayor Brown asked if this had been voted on by the library board and Councilman Simonson stated it had. Councilman Simonson moved to appoint Lisa Hardyman to the library board. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. 
Proposed Babywearing Week Proclamation-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was regarding a proposed proclamation and turned the time over to Brittney Blackburn for her presentation. 
Brittney Blackburn distributed some paperwork regarding babywearing and thanked the council for hearing the request this evening. Mrs. Blackburn gave a brief explanation of what babywearing was and the benefits of this project. Mrs. Blackburn stated Babywearing Association was an international association with chapters all over the world and they were in the process of starting a chapter in Idaho that would be based in Rigby. Mrs. Blackburn stated the week of November 12th through the 18th would be recognized throughout the world as babywearing week. Councilman Blackburn asked Kimber Tower if it was correct that she posted patterns on the internet so other mothers can make their own. Mrs. Tower confirmed this and explained the patterns were free and were very simple to make. Mrs. Tower gave a brief explanation on how to get into and out of the babywearing device. Councilman Blackburn asked if this was for mothers only and Mrs. Tower explained there were colors and styles available for the fathers as well. Mayor Brown read the proposed Rigby Babywearing Week Proclamation into record as follows:
WHEREAS, “Babywearing” is the practice of carrying or holding a baby or young child by means of wearing a baby carrier, which may be a simple, unstructured, piece of cloth or a more structured baby carrier with straps, buckles, rings or other fasteners; and
WHEREAS, Babywearing has many benefits for children, including significantly decreasing crying and fussiness; easing the transition to sleep and promoting healthy sleep patterns; accelerating the growth of infants; increasing the amount of time spent in the “quiet alert” or “learning” state; and increasing the sense of security and attachment to the caregiver; and

WHEREAS, Babywearing benefits parents and other caregivers, significantly decreasing the stress associated with crying and anxious babies and young children as well as allowing them to more easily and comfortably care for their children while attending daily tasks of living; and
WHEREAS, thousands of volunteers working in their communities utilize their time and talent daily to make a real difference in the lives of children and caregivers through Babywearing education and advocacy; and

WHEREAS, during this week, all over the nation and world, service projects will be performed and volunteers recognized for their commitment to Babywearing advocacy; and 

WHEREAS, our nation’s children and their caregivers are among our greatest treasures; and 

WHEREAS, human touch, facilitated through Babywearing, is an important part of nurturing children and caregivers and has an important role in our future as a caring and productive nation; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Mayor Ryan Brown, do hereby proclaim November 12-18, 2008 as




International Babywearing Week

In Rigby, Idaho, and urge my fellow citizens to welcome, encourage and support the practice of Babywearing in their communities as well as their volunteer Babywearing educators and advocates. 
Insurance Agent of Record-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for the insurance agent of record and turned the time over to Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, for her presentation. 

Mrs. Kerbs stated that Mr. Talbot from Archibald Insurance had come to her and even been in front of city council asking to become the city’s insurance agent of record. Mrs. Kerbs stated she had explained to him the need to have a motion in a council meeting. Mrs. Kerbs explained Mr. Talbot had presented a wellness package in the benefits and that as long as it was a voluntary part then employees had no problem with it. Mrs. Kerbs stated that Mr. Darrell Cheney as the agent of record but he is not with Archibald Insurance. Mrs. Kerbs also stated that if the council were to accept this change it would make the same agency in charge of the city’s insurance that is in charge of ICRMP and vehicles. Councilman Day asked if the city did an umbrella package would there be a reduction in rates and Mrs. Kerbs stated that with the way the different policies were set up it wouldn’t make changes to anything. Councilman Blackburn stated Mr. Talbot had proposed to work with city employees on initiating a program and asked if that was still an option. Mrs. Kerbs stated at that meeting it had been discussed to take it back to the department heads and see how they felt and Mrs. Kerbs explained they had decided if it was strictly voluntary then they were ok with it. 

Porter Talbot from Archibald Insurance stated they had just completed a survey in Madison County and they had 73% of employees that would participate in a wellness program as long as it was voluntary. Mayor Brown asked what type of survey had been done. Mr. Talbot stated that benchmarks had been placed regarding how competitive the benefits are, what value the benefits have and what are the highest valued benefits. There was a brief discussion on how these items were placed on a ballot for employees to vote and comment on and the results of that were coming shortly. 

Councilman Maloney asked if Mr. Cheney was aware of this proposed change and Mrs. Kerbs stated that was correct. Councilman Maloney asked what if anything he had said regarding this and Mrs. Kerbs stated that Mr. Cheney had he understood if the city needed a more aggressive approach to the insurance. Police Chief Anderson stated that he would like additional information. Mayor Brown asked Jim Andersen, City Water/Sewer Supervisor, what he thought of this proposal and Mr. Andersen indicated he would like to know more about it before making a decision. Mayor Brown asked Mike McCowin, City Building Official, what he thought and Mr. McCowin indicated he liked the insurance and wanted it to stay the way it was. Mrs. Kerbs stated this was a two-part issue and clarified that if Mr. Talbot became the insurance agent of record it would not change the policy it just gave her someone to go to when negotiations with the insurance needed to take place. Mrs. Kerbs also stated the wellness program would be in addition to current benefits not a replacement for any. Councilman Blackburn asked for clarification on whether there could be a possibility of a decrease in premiums after this wellness was implemented and Mrs. Kerbs indicated that may be. There was a brief discussion regarding making sure this was a voluntary program only. Chief Anderson stated he was confused on what they were discussing and asked if it was over the wellness program or changing the agent of record. There was a brief discussion regarding this and it was determined the discussion was over the agent of record and Chief Anderson asked why they were talking about the wellness program. Mr. Talbot came forward and explained that he had presented items like the wellness program and the intranet benefit when asking to be the agent of record. There was a brief discussion on what had been discussed, the motion from last meeting and possible misunderstandings. Councilman Day suggested having Mr. Talbot sit down with the department heads and discuss the insurance and answer questions. Councilman Blackburn stated he understood this to mean there would be no change in current coverage or premiums but would allow the broker to attain more benefits for the employees and Mrs. Kerbs stated that was correct. Councilman Blackburn asked if Mr. Cheney had been asked these same questions and Mrs. Kerbs stated that she had talked to him in her office and that Mr. Cheney indicated he just didn’t offer these benefits. Councilman Blackburn stated that he felt as long as the benefits and premiums remained the same, the wellness was voluntary and department heads were comfortable with it after speaking with Mr. Talbot then he had no problem making the motion that the city change the insurance agent of record to Mr. Talbot of Archibald Insurance. Mayor Brown asked if that was a motion and Councilman Blackburn stated it was. Councilman Simonson seconded. Councilman Maloney asked the three department heads present in the meeting if they would like a couple weeks to discuss this or if they were comfortable with the motion. Mr. McCowin indicated he was ok with the motion. Chief Anderson stated he would like to have a meeting with Mr. Talbot so that he could answer questions from his employees. There was a brief discussion regarding the steps that would be taken if there were any proposed changes. Mr. Andersen asked Mrs. Kerbs if there was something he could look at and she stated there were items in her office. Councilman Day asked what the harm in waiting two weeks would be and Councilman Maloney agreed. Mr. Talbot interjected stating that if the wellness program was a concern they could leave that out. Councilman Blackburn stated he had no problem waiting but felt this had been on the table for some time and wanted to make sure the city was getting the best service possible for their money. Councilman Blackburn stated he would withdraw his motion and Councilman Simonson withdrew his second. There was a brief discussion regarding no changes being mentioned other than the insurance agent of record. 
Skate Park Dedication-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the dedication of the skate park and asked for their representative. No one was present. 

Mayor Brown asked Mrs. Kerbs to explain what this item was. Mrs. Kerbs stated that Mr. Noack had called and explained that one of the young men who frequent the skate park was killed in a car accident recently. Mrs. Kerbs stated several citizens who use the park wanted to know if the city would be interested in naming the park after this young man or putting up a memorial plaque in his honor. 
Other Council Business- 

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was other council business and turned the time over to the council. 
Mrs. Kerbs stated the developers of Rigby Professional Plaza had heard the city was looking at expanding or possibly wanted a new building and understands the situation with Rigby Towne Square. Mrs. Kerbs stated they would offer for council consideration a lot in their development. Mrs. Kerbs explained where this development was located. 

Approval of Bills-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and asked if there were any questions, concerns or comments. 

Councilman Blackburn asked about a charge on page 3 regarding 400 North sewer line and Mrs. Kerbs stated this related to the development agreement with Richtin and the lift station. Councilman Marriott stated he believed there had already been a payment on this and asked for clarification and Mrs. Kerbs stated there had been a previous payment and this one had been held for clarification in the invoice prior to approving payment. There was a brief discussion regarding the development agreement, the cap on expenditures and the ability to recoup some of the engineering fees. Councilman Marriott stated that on page 6 there was $10,000 for 5th West streetlights and asked for clarification on that and Mrs. Kerbs stated this was the last bill to install the controllers to make the lights work. Mayor Brown asked how the engineering costs were recouped and Mrs. Kerbs stated they were invoiced out to the developer and that Keller and Associates had been asked to break out what were reimbursable fees on their invoices to the city. Chief Anderson asked about Zion’s charge for the Rec Center on paper and whether that was the paper he had paid for and Mrs. Kerbs explained the rec center had also purchased paper at the same time and that was their portion. Chief Anderson stated on page 2 there was $894 for radios that he wanted to make sure the council was aware that was part of a $1,500 donation. Councilman Blackburn asked how donations were handled in the accounts and Mrs. Kerbs explained this was miscellaneous grants and had been coded according to Shari Poulson, City Auditor. Councilman Marriott asked about the charge for Lott on the parking lot on page 1 appears again on page 6 and Mrs. Kerbs explained some of the work was the two phases of the city hall parking lot and the other was for the parking lot over by Abbott’s. Councilman Day stated there was a $2,000 charge for the shop lot on page 6 for Asphalt Maintenance and it was found they were sealing the cracks. Councilman Marriott stated there was a charge on page 9 for filing cabinets and asked if that was one or multiple and Mrs. Kerbs stated those were for Jim Anderson for map cabinets and purchased through Abbott’s. Mrs. Kerbs stated that after Ann Trent, Accounts Payable Clerk, had ran the payables she realized the water sinking bond payment was due so there is another sheet with that payment of $8,350.28 and also the Jefferson County Museum came in and asked for their last year’s money and that was on this other page. Councilman Maloney moved to approve payment of the bills. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of Minutes-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of minutes and asked if there were any changes, additions or corrections. 

Mrs. Kerbs stated that Councilman Blackburn had pointed out a misuse of two instead of too on page 3 and has made a note to get that corrected. Councilman Blackburn moved to approve the minutes with the noted correction. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Comment-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

No public comment was given. 

Executive Session as per Idaho Code 67-2345 Subsection F-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was for executive session per Idaho Code 67-2345 Subsection F and asked if a councilmember would make that motion. 

Councilman Day moved to go into executive session as per Idaho Code 67-2345 Subsection F. Councilman Marriott seconded. All were in favor. Moved to executive session at 8:30 p.m.

Mayor Brown stated they were out of executive session and back into regular council meeting at 9:19 p.m.  Mayor Brown turned the time over to the council for recommendations or motion regarding Darrin Sweeney and Cedar Meadows subdivision. Councilman Blackburn asked what the life expectancy of 30” curb and stated he didn’t know of any curb having to be replaced. Mike Jaglowski of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, stated it’s not the concrete that breaks down it’s typically the subsoil underneath caused by freeze-thaw and moisture. Mr. Jaglowski explained the purpose of the larger gutter pan as it relates to water conveyance. Councilman Day asked about certain storm events and how the joints on the concrete and asphalt and Mr. Jaglowski stated this would be a greater concern when there’s a smaller gutter pan. Councilman Day stated that it was his personal opinion to insist on the 30” curb and gutter as required. Councilman Blackburn stated his concern was doing the right thing. Councilman Simonson stated he feels strongly in setting standards for the city. There was a brief discussion regarding compaction testing in the area. Darrin Sweeney of High Pointe Homes, developer of Cedar Meadows, stated they had done the calculations and feel the 18” would be good for a 50 year event before there would be any kind of back up. Councilman Maloney stated that he feels bad for the situation but there has been a standard set that needs to be adhered to. There was a brief discussion of standards, the development agreement and the need to comply. Councilman Marriott stated he felt the city needed to have a copy of the compaction tests prior to the concrete being poured. Councilman Day made the motion that the city does not allow the 18” curb and gutter being placed in Cedar Meadows. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Darrin Sweeney stood up and stated that he disagreed with the motion. Mr. Sweeney stated he had always done things in good faith and in favor of the city. Mr. Sweeney stated he didn’t like where this was taking him because now he had to go after Schiess and the contractor. 

Mayor Brown stated there was another item on for executive session. Councilman Blackburn moved to go to executive session as per Idaho Code 67-2345 subsection F. Councilman Day seconded. Moved to executive session at 9:40 p.m.

Mayor Brown stated they were out of executive session and back into regular council meeting at 10:10 p.m. Mayor Brown turned the time over to the council for recommendations or motion. Robin Dunn, City Attorney, stated that direction needed to be given to legal counsel, to the building and public works department for Rigby Towne Square. There was a brief discussion regarding possible water concerns and lack of infrastructure in Rigby Towne Square. Councilman Blackburn stated he would make the motion based on previous discussion from the building inspector that we withhold any future building permits from Parker-John LLC until such time as a signed development agreement has been brought to the attention of the Mayor and to authorize the city attorney to pursue legal action as necessary to prevent future lots being sold. Mayor Brown asked if the motion included occupancy permits and Councilman Blackburn stated yes. Councilman Marriott asked if that meant completing the road and Councilman Blackburn stated as per the development agreement yes. Mr. Dunn stated this needed to include the entire subdivision and Councilman Blackburn stated his intent was for this to include all of Rigby Towne Square and anything owned by Parker-John LLC. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 10:15 p.m. 
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
