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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Ryker Smith who invited everyone to join him in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Robin Dunn, City Attorney, to give the prayer.

Judy Bridges, Deputy City Clerk/Utility Billing, performed roll call. Those present were: Councilman Simonson, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Blackburn, Councilman Smith, Councilman Day and Councilman Marriott. Those absent were: Mayor Ryan Brown
Other Council Business-
Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was other council business and turned the time over to the council. 

Councilman Blackburn asked Police Chief Larry Anderson when the no parking for snow removal would go into effect. Mr. Anderson stated they would begin sending out fliers on Monday but the actual dates are from November 15th through March 15th. 

Robin Dunn, City Attorney, stated that Jim Anderson, Water/Sewer Supervisor, had approached him regarding the broken fire hydrant in Rigby Towne Square. Mr. Dunn stated it may not be just repairs but replacement of the entire set-up and could cost up to $6,000. Mr. Dunn stated he had recommended that Mr. Anderson attempt the repairs first and only replace if there is no other alternative to ensure making it operational. Mr. Dunn stated he would, with the council’s blessing, pursue legally those responsible for the illegal tap and breakage of this hydrant and try to receive restitution. There was a brief discussion regarding the incidents surrounding this hydrant including citations and placing a lock and requesting records. There was a brief discussion regarding some of the legal options and procedures available. 
Councilman Day stated the city, state and county are working together to fix the storm drainage just across the tracks on Highway 48. 

Councilman Blackburn asked about the previous motion to stop all progress in Rigby Towne Square and asked if that was still in place and if there was an annexation/development agreement. Mr. Dunn stated that may be something to be brought up in executive session but did indicate there has been progress in that regard. Councilman Blackburn indicated that was all he was asking for at this time. 

Approval of Bills-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and asked if there were any concerns or questions. 

Councilman Maloney asked about the Christmas Dinner charge stating he wondered if that was for this year or last. Mrs. Bridges stated she knew they were trying to put one together for this year but no final decisions had been indicated to her. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the bills. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 

Approval of Minutes-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes and asked if there were any questions or corrections. 
Councilman Smith moved to approve the minutes as presented. Councilman Simonson seconded. Councilman Blackburn abstained. All others were in favor. 
Public Comment-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was for public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

A gentleman came forward and stated the scouts present were working on their citizenship in the community merit badge. He stated this was a required merit badge for their Eagle Scout awards. 

Councilman Marriott asked Rick Lamoreaux, Parks/Street/Sanitation Supervisor, if there was anything he wanted to tell the council. Mr. Lamoreaux gave them a brief update on the parks and the compliance with the handicap accessible bathrooms, ramps and swing. Mr. Lamoreaux also informed the council of a street paving class he had attended and gave a brief explanation of the things he had learned there. 
Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:25 p.m. 
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
