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Mayor Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Barbara Brown who invited everyone to join her in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Brown then turned the time over to Nile Hall who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Brown, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Smith, Councilman Marriott, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Blackburn and Councilman Day. 

Fair Housing Proclamation- 

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was a proclamation for Fair Housing. Mayor Brown stated he had a proclamation and read that into the record as follows:
WHEREAS, April 2009 marks the 41st anniversary of the passage of Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968, commonly known as the Federal Fair Housing Act; and

WHEREAS, the Idaho Human Rights Commission Act has prohibited discrimination in housing since 1969; and 

WHEREAS, equal opportunity for all-regardless of race, color, religion, sex, disability, familial status or national origin-is a fundamental goal of our nation, state and city; and 

WHEREAS, equal access to housing is an important component of this goal-as fundamental as the right to equal education and employment; and

WHEREAS, housing is a critical component of family and community health and stability and

WHEREAS, housing choice impacts our children’s access to education, our ability to seek and retain employment options, the cultural benefits we enjoy, the extent of our exposure to crime and drugs, and the quality of health care we receive in emergencies; and 

WHEREAS, the laws of this nation and our state seek to ensure such equality of choice for all transactions involving housing; and 

WHEREAS, ongoing education, outreach and monitoring are key to raising awareness of fair housing principles, practices, rights and responsibilities; and 

WHEREAS, only through continued cooperation, commitment and support of all Idahoans can barriers to fair housing be removed;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Ryan H. Brown, Mayor of City of Rigby/Jefferson County, do hereby proclaim April 2009 to be

FAIR HOUSING MONTH

In the City of Rigby/Jefferson County, State of Idaho. 

Mayor Brown stated that he has signed this proclamation and now submits it to the council. 

Appointment of Urban Renewal Board Member-

Mayor Brown stated the next item on the agenda was the appointment of an Urban Renewal Board Member and asked Mr. Baxter to come forward. Mr. Baxter was not present at the time and Mayor Brown stated he had assigned Councilman Marriott to speak with Mr. Baxter and asked for a summary of that conversation. 
Councilman Marriott stated Mr. Baxter was involved in the community and also a businessman within the City and felt he would be a good addition to the Urban Renewal board. Councilman Marriott made the motion to appoint Ross Baxter to the Urban Renewal Board in the City of Rigby. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Mayor Brown stated Mr. Baxter would be sworn in at a future date. Mayor Brown stated for the record the city would like to express their appreciation to Bill Hunting for the work that he has done while serving on Urban Renewal. Councilman Marriott stated that Lucile Johnson was present this evening and that she serves as Chairperson of the Urban Renewal. Mayor Brown asked Mrs. Johnson if there was anything she wanted to say and Mrs. Johnson stated there was an upcoming trip to Boise to put in for the grant to improve Main Street and also expressed gratitude to Mr. Baxter for joining their team. 

Mayor Brown stated he had an announcement that he would like to make. Mayor Brown stated this was a difficult thing to do but had a letter he would like to read on behalf of the City of Rigby’s Mayor to the City of Rigby. Mayor Brown read the letter into record as follows:
Dear Honorable Council Members and Citizens of Rigby,

Tonight, it is with deep regret that I officially announce to the City of Rigby my resignation as her Mayor effective immediately. It has been an absolute honor serving you as a Council Member and Mayor for the last 5 years and 4 months. It has been a blessing for me to have the opportunity of giving something back to the community that I grew up in. I love this community and this experience has provided me with a better appreciation for the people of Rigby who have been my support. 

Two months ago I was given the opportunity to further my career serving as Director/Drug Court Coordinator for Tri-County Probation/Upper Valley Drug Court. At my interview I was asked if I would be able to balance my Mayoral duties with my new career responsibilities. My answer to the interview panel was that my family is the most important part of my life and that my primary responsibility is to them. I enthusiastically accepted the new position with the belief that I would be able to continue to serve as Mayor. 

However, I have since realized with my new full-time commitments that I can no longer serve the citizens of Rigby in the manner that I have. At times we hear of resignations of public officials and it is often assumed that the resignation was due to controversy whether in the community or among the elected body. I am happy to say that this is not the case to any degree here in Rigby. 
I could not have asked for a better City Council and I will greatly miss working with you. I sincerely appreciate the council, city staff and many volunteers who work tirelessly to keep Rigby thriving. Most importantly, I thank all of you for our friendship.

Although this has been a very difficult decision, I am confident that the city will move forward with positive progress. The bright future of Rigby will forever shine.

City of Rigby

Mayor Brown stated he would now turn his seat over to Council President, Councilman Marriott. Mayor Brown stated that he dearly loved this city and thanked everyone for the opportunity to serve as Mayor. Councilman Marriott stated this was a sad moment for all of us and stated the citizens of Rigby had only good things to say about Mayor Brown and how he had worked hard and brought this city together. Councilman Marriott expressed his appreciation for a job well done to Mayor Brown. Councilman Blackburn expressed his appreciation to Mayor Brown for the opportunity to work with him and stated he admired his integrity in putting his family first. 
Councilman Marriott took over the council meeting at 7:10 p.m.

Councilman Marriott introduced Ross Baxter as the businessman that had agreed and been appointed to the Urban Renewal Board agency. Councilman Marriott turned the time over to Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, to swear Mr. Baxter into office. 
Noncommercial Kennel License-
Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was for a noncommercial kennel license and turned the time over to Laurie Adamson for her presentation. 

Laurie Adamson, 410 Annis Hwy #27, stated she was applying for a noncommercial kennel license because she currently has three dogs. Ms. Adamson stated she had pictures of the two smaller dogs and had the other one present with her this evening. Ms. Adamson stated she hadn’t started out with 3 dogs and explained she started training the dog present this evening to work with a friend of hers that was in a wheelchair. Ms. Adamson explained that since that time she had been diagnosed with some medical issues and now this dog helps her. Ms. Adamson stated that someone had turned her in for having more than two dogs and so that was why she was present this evening. Ms. Adamson explained there was a copy of her doctor’s note in with the paperwork she had submitted. Ms. Adamson stated she had been instructed to obtain signatures of 75% of the neighbors within 100 feet of her front door. Ms. Adamson stated she had received 37 signatures or letters from the 42 neighbors. Councilman Marriott stated it appeared Ms. Adamson had applied through the proper channels, paid the appropriate fees, and had met the necessary requirements. Councilman Blackburn stated he wanted to make sure there had been no overstepping the landlord requirements and asked if that had been addressed. Ms. Adamson explained she had a new landlord and there was some controversy there but with the doctor’s note she was being allowed to keep all 3 dogs. Ms. Adamson stated she was promising not to get any more dogs. 
Councilman Smith moved to approve the noncommercial kennel license for Laurie Adamson. Councilman Blackburn seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Hearing-Vacating of Alley-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was a public hearing for the vacating of an alley and turned the time over to a representative for their presentation. 

Barry Whitson of Keller and Associates, 356 W. Sunnyside, Idaho Falls, explained they were asking for the vacation of approximately 450 of existing alley for the expansion of the existing grocery store. Mr. Whitson stated they had presented and been approved at planning and zoning. Mr. Whitson distributed a copy of the updated plat due to a property owner changing his mind on the sale of the property. There was a brief discussion regarding what part of the alley was being vacated by this request. Councilman Marriott asked about the utilities and Mr. Whitson explained the placement of the easement, placement of the utilities and that this would include the sewer. 
Councilman Marriott opened the public hearing at 7:30 p.m. Councilman Marriott asked for any testimony in favor. No testimony was given.

Councilman Marriott asked for any testimony neutral.

Mira Christensen, 200 Bennett, stated she thought Mr. Broulim had purchased the other two homes listed on the plat and was intending to tear those down as well. Mr. Whitson stated that Mr. Broulim had not purchased the homes of Maggie Bates or Sharlene Christiansen. 

Councilman Marriott asked for any further testimony neutral. No further testimony was given. 

Councilman Marriott asked for any testimony against. No testimony was given. 

Robin Dunn, City Attorney, suggested getting a status report from Planning and Zoning. Councilman Marriott agreed and called Paula Sessions forward. 

Paula Sessions, Planning and Zoning Assistant, stated there had been no one signed up at the planning and zoning meeting where this had been unanimously approved. Mrs. Sessions stated there had been questions about certain lots as there had been someone pulling out of the sale. Mrs. Sessions explained there had been discussion about relocating the utilities and the sewer line and that it had been explained this would be at the sole expense of Mr. Broulim. Mrs. Sessions stated there had been some discussion on the ditch and the need to make sure the ditches and ditchboxes were maintained for those who still used their water rights. Mrs. Sessions stated that when Commissioner Smith made his motion he had included the recommendation of the City getting some form of monetary gain for the vacation of the part of alley and remainder of Fremont but did indicate the need for this to be a small amount as he felt the city should not give property away. Councilman Marriott stated that he was concerned over who would watch the water for these people that chose to irrigate. Mrs. Sessions explained that Rick Lamoreaux, Parks/Street/Sanitation Supervisor, watched this water for the city and that there was a schedule of days and times for watering from the active ditches within the city.

Barry Whitson of Keller and Associates, distributed a photograph to the council and explained this was the irrigation structure located approximately 40-50 feet West of Clark Street. Mr. Whitson stated he had taken this picture the previous day and did not know how anyone would be able to get water downstream of this structure. Mrs. Sessions stated this was discussed in the Planning and Zoning meeting and Ms. Walker stated she and Mr. Hanson had both used this water last year and that no one was quite sure when this had been filled in as reflected in the picture. 
Councilman Marriott closed the public hearing at 7:37 p.m. and turned the time over to the council for deliberation. Councilman Simonson asked about the access to the alley property and Mr. Whitson explained there would still be the access on the east side and would turn and have another access onto E. 1st North. Councilman Simonson stated his question was whether this proposal would dead-end on the alley or open into a parking lot and Mr. Whitson stated it would be into the parking lot. Councilman Day asked if Mr. Broulim had any plans of blocking off that alley and Mr. Whitson stated he didn’t think so as Mr. Broulim probably considered anyone going down that alley was potential business. Councilman Day stated one of his concerns was over garbage pick-up being in the alley and didn’t want problems with the garbage truck trying to back up. Mr. Whitson stated he has not seen any garbage cans in the alley and Mrs. Sessions stated this had been brought up in Planning and Zoning as well and the garbage pick-up for those houses is along E. 1st North. Mrs. Sessions stated that Mr. Broulim could not barricade or block that alley in any because it’s a utility easement not only for sewer but also the other utilities that will be relocated. Councilman Maloney stated in order to address Commissioner Ken Smith’s issue regarding money they should ask Robin Dunn, City Attorney, what he thought about that. Mr. Dunn responded saying his intention had been for $10 rather than the city giving away the property and felt this was something that could be done. Councilman Blackburn asked about the North access and asked where this was in relation to the homes and Mr. Whitson stated it would be the East side of the proposed retail building and West of the Christiansen home. 
James Andersen, Water/Sewer Supervisor, stated the sewer line runs through the alley and there were concerns regarding the relocating and minimizing the impact on the homes connected to that line. Councilman Marriott asked where the sewer line went and Mr. Andersen stated from Farnsworth to State Street. Councilman Marriott asked if the line went under the Broulim building and Mr. Andersen explained it came down the alley to the old Broulim building and then to the North onto E. 1st North and then West to State Street. Councilman Marriott asked if there would be any other connections made to this line and Mr. Andersen stated it would depend on what Mr. Broulim had planned for the store and where he would need to connect. 

Councilman Smith moved to approve the vacating of the alley as presented in the application. Councilman Day seconded. Councilman Simonson stated his wife works for Broulim’s but didn’t feel that would affect his vote but wanted to make it known. Mr. Dunn stated that would not cause a conflict. All were in favor. 

Public Hearing-Amended Plat-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was a public hearing for an Amended Plat and turned the time over to a representative for their presentation.

Barry Whitson of Keller and Associates, 356 W. Sunnyside, Idaho Falls, stated this amended plat request was due to Mr. Broulim purchasing all the property and wanted to reduce the number of deeds and tax papers. Mr. Whitson stated this would not affect any other parcels than those owned by Mr. Broulim. 

Councilman Marriott opened the public hearing at 7:40 p.m. Councilman Marriott asked for any testimony in favor. No testimony was given. 

Councilman Marriott asked for any testimony neutral. No testimony was given.

Councilman Marriott asked for any testimony against. No testimony was given. 

Councilman Marriott closed the public hearing at 7:42 p.m. and turned the time over to the council for deliberation. Mr. Dunn stated this was more of a clean-up procedure they were performing. Councilman Blackburn moved to approve the amended plat. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Public Hearing-Sewer Ordinance-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was a public hearing for the sewer ordinance. Mr. Dunn stated this potential sewer ordinance needs an additional hearing as the time it was placed in the paper was too short to be official. Mr. Dunn explained that tonight those who have come for the sewer ordinance could speak informally. Mr. Dunn stated this would be re-advertised and an official meeting held at a later date. Mr. Dunn stated this proposed ordinance was a departure from the past on how sewer systems are charged and explained the city felt this was a more fair and unbiased method. Mr. Dunn stated those present who would like to speak informally could make their presentation.  
Councilman Marriott asked if there was anyone present that would like to speak. 

Ron Tolman, 322 N 4410 E, as Superintendent of School District 251, distributed copies of a document to the council and explained they would like to go on record asking for consideration on the charges for the sewer rates for the schools. Mr. Tolman went over the tables on the paperwork and explained the financial situation of the school district. Mr. Tolman explained there were representative examples of what surrounding schools pay for similar services. Mr. Tolman stated he understood there was a new wastewater treatment that needed to be paid for but encouraged the city to find an alternative particularly for the schools. Mr. Tolman stated this $80,000 per year increase was the equivalent to two teachers or a program at the high school or similar cuts. Mr. Tolman encouraged the city to look at something reasonable and explained they were not there to negotiate. Mr. Tolman suggested charging them the same rate as the highest charged school in the area. Mr. Tolman stated this would still be an increase to their sewer charge $17,000 but felt it was more reasonable than the $80,000. Mr. Tolman asked if the testimony being given tonight was going to be part of the record for the official public hearing and Mr. Dunn stated that it would not. Councilman Simonson stated he understood what Mr. Tolman was saying but asked where Mr. Tolman felt the city could make up the difference. Councilman Simonson asked if the city needed to go back to the taxpayers and collect the difference. Councilman Simonson explained the EDUs were the fairest way to charge because it was based on the actual usage and that was the reason the city chose to charge that way. Councilman Simonson stated the city had even left the option to place water meters and have the account adjusted according to the meter readings and Mr. Tolman stated he felt that would be a good option for the school. Mr. Tolman stated he didn’t know where the figures had come from and if the city needed that full amount to make their payments or whether there was some leeway in adjusting the charges. Mr. Dunn interjected saying the county had opted to place a meter on their building so they were being charged for actual usage and felt other large businesses would probably follow suit. There was a brief discussion regarding the watered meters, sewer flow and the calculation involved based on those numbers. Mr. Tolman stated he would also like to go on record saying they are saddened to have Mayor Ryan Brown leaving. Mr. Dunn suggested to Mr. Tolman to have the numbers for the actual meter reads available for the official hearing. 
Nile Hall, 214 Church Street, stated he wanted to apologize to the public for not turning around and putting the sewer rate back up where it was back when he was the Mayor. Mr. Hall explained it had been reduced $1.75 the month before he took office and he didn’t have the intestinal fortitude to put it back up where it belonged. 

Mr. Tolman asked when the official hearing would be and Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, stated that with the advertisement requirement being 15 day minimum the earliest it would be held would be the first meeting in May which is the 5th. 
Outside City Limits Sewer Connection-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was outside city limits sewer connections and turned the time over to the representative for their presentation. 

Kevin Thompson of Thompson Engineering, 215 Farnsworth Way, stated this was a rather informal presentation and explained there were two developers that want to do subdivisions in the county. Mr. Thompson explained the first was 500 lots and was being proposed as a PUD (Planned Unit Development). Mr. Thompson explained this property was located outside the city limits, outside the impact area and on the north side of the Jefferson Hills Golf Course. Mr. Thompson gave a brief explanation of the property location and displayed a copy of the proposed subdivision for the council. Mr. Dunn asked if this was the old White place that the County Commissioners had asked Mr. Thompson to discuss with the city and Mr. Thompson stated this was not but would get to that one in a minute. Mr. Thompson stated they were proposing ¼ acre lots, open areas, commercial lots, multi-family lots and the remaining lots would be single family. Mr. Thompson explained the developer had the option of putting in his own sewer treatment facility for the development. Mr. Thompson explained the developer had permission to go through the old driving range and tie into the drybed with the treated wastewater. Mr. Thompson explained the need to deal with the EPA on that one and expressed that would be tough to accomplish. Mr. Thompson stated the developer also had the option of putting the drainfields on site which would cause the developer to lose lots. Mr. Thompson stated another option would be for the developer to run sewer line down the Old Yellowstone Highway and connect in at PPI, a potato processing plant on the Northeast corner of Rigby. Councilman Blackburn asked how far away this was and Mr. Thompson stated it was approximately 1 and 1/3 mile. Councilman Blackburn asked if the developer was proposing to put this connection in and Mr. Thompson stated that was correct. Mr. Thompson stated the question becomes what the city is going to require of the developer to accomplish this. Mr. Thompson explained that if the city would require the 42 foot roads, streetlights, curb and gutter then the developer would just put the sewer system on site. Mr. Thompson stated there really wasn’t any type of framework within the city ordinance to tackle this type of situation. Councilman Smith asked if the developer wanted water too and Mr. Thompson stated that he was planning to put in his own well. Mr. Thompson stated one of the problems with connecting into the city water is the developer would have to relinquish his surface water rights to the city. James Andersen, Water/Sewer Supervisor, asked how many building lots there were and Mr. Thompson stated there was a total of 500 building lots between the two proposed developments. Councilman Blackburn asked for clarification on the fact that if the city stated they wanted this development to city standards then the developer would just put in his own system and Mr. Thompson stated that due to the expense of the infrastructure for city standards the developer would have no choice but to do his own system. Mr. Thompson explained the developer was going to put in some streetlights and fire hydrants but not as closely as the city would require. Councilman Day stated that if this development was approved to go ahead without standards and then as the city grows and they would incorporate this development then the city would take on the burden of the stormwater retention, the inadequate lighting and street issues. Councilman Day stated that Hailey Creek was about a mile out of town and they felt it was cost effective to extend services and build to city standards and wanted to know what the difference between the developments were. Mr. Thompson indicated it was the size of the lots as these were ½ acre proposed lots. Mr. Thompson explained if the developer built to city standards then he would have to go to ¼ acre lots and spread that cost throughout the development but since the development is in the county he would rather have a little larger of a lot. There was a brief discussion regarding the county standards being less than the city, road and sidewalk requirements and possible planning for future annexation. Mr. Thompson stated the first question would be whether the city is willing to work with the developer and if so then they could go from there. Councilman Simonson asked if the developer puts in his own sewer system and then the city does grow and annex this property does the city have to accept what is there and Mr. Thompson stated this was correct unless the city creates another type of ordinance for developments outside city limits. Councilman Blackburn asked if this had been presented to Planning and Zoning and Mr. Thompson stated it had at the county level. Mr. Thompson explained he had talked with Paula Sessions, Planning and Zoning Assistant, and they had decided city council was a good place to start and then if needed a proposal and plat could be presented to them. Councilman Blackburn stated that he saw someone maximizing their profitability and no benefit to the city at this time. Councilman Blackburn stated that if they were taking an honest look at this he would have to say that he is absolutely against extending sewer to a development with sub-city standards. Mr. Dunn stated if this was annexed and is also not within the impact would this not be obligating future city councils. Mr. Dunn stated he understood the county had asked Mr. Thompson to come to the city and get their input but didn’t feel the city could give any because they didn’t know what would happen ten years from now. Councilman Blackburn stated he had a hard time with the county asking for city input when the city hasn’t even sat down with the county to review the impact area. Jim Mullen of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, stated that after looking at this for the first time this evening he wanted to say providing sewer service to outside communities is quite often done. Mr. Mullen stated to look at this from a sewer perspective and see if it’s feasible to provide sewer to this entity for a monetary consideration. Mr. Mullen explained the chance of getting an EPA discharge permit is pretty slim and so the best thing for this developer would be to connect to the city. Mr. Mullen suggested that from a monetary perspective it is worthwhile to consider as it would help pay off the debt the city has. Councilman Marriott asked if the wastewater treatment plant could support 500 more homes and Mr. Mullen stated it could. Councilman Simonson asked what size of line would this development be connecting into at the potato plant and could those lines sustain the increase. Mr. Thompson stated that when Hailey Creek was being proposed there had been discussion regarding having their sewer lines go up 4000 East and don’t recall any real issues there. Mr. Mullen stated one thing that needed to be addressed was the size of the line and suggested going down and connecting onto the Annis Highway as an alternative. There was a brief discussion regarding all the subdivisions going in around the city and eventually the need for these to be annexed and possible water contamination due to all the septic systems. There was a brief discussion regarding the responsibility of the sewer system, discharge permits and centralized septic systems in other developments. Councilman Blackburn stated that he may not be seeing it through an engineer’s eyes but felt the monetary gains now did not compensate the city for all they would be taking. Mr. Mullen stated they do a lot of work for the City of Blackfoot and they provide sewer services to Groveland and Moreland and explained they look at it as a large sewer customer and gave a brief explanation of how that was set up and how that compares to this development. Councilman Simonson asked if each of those lots would pay a connection fee or if the entire development was one fee and it was determined that each lot would pay a connection fee that was double in-city rates. Mr. Thompson explained that what he needed was a letter that stated he had met with this council and maybe have that letter include some ideas. Councilman Blackburn stated he would like to have the city and the county meet and update the impact area first and then to also have the city Planning and Zoning brought into this discussion. Councilman Blackburn stated that he would also like to see what kind of minimum standards this developer would be willing to agree to prior to making any sort of decision. Councilman Simonson stated he would also like to see a cost projection of what the city can take it and what the city will spend to get there. Councilman Simonson stated he too would like to see this go before Planning and Zoning. 
Mr. Thompson stated he had another one to present and explained this first one was called Tuscany Place and this next one is River’s Edge and is closer to city limits. Mr. Thompson explained this development is planning 6/10 acre lots and gave a brief explanation of its location. Mr. Thompson stated the proposal to the county had been 6/10 acre lots, centralized water system with fire hydrants and individual sewers. Mr. Thompson stated the county would like to see the developer tie into the city sewer but explained that the developer does not want to connect. Councilman Blackburn asked if there was going to be individual septics on each 6/10 acre and Mr. Thompson stated that was correct. Councilman Simonson stated he felt the engineer working on this so there was input on what the city could or couldn’t live with and suggested even having a new ordinance. Mr. Dunn stated the first thing needed was the city impact to be updated because the property has all been annexed. Mr. Thompson asked if this development was to connect to city services would the city expect the curb and gutter, streetlights and the rest of the improvements because it’s relatively close to the city. Councilman Day asked if the developer would be willing to do this and Mr. Thompson stated he would have to look at the cost issue and maybe change the lot size. Councilman Day stated he felt standards were important and part of the county problem is there are subdivisions that don’t tie to any other subdivision and so it’s hard for emergency services and snow plows to access the different properties. Councilman Day suggested having the city and county get together and come up with some sort of plan to address growth not only in short term but also in the long term. There was a brief discussion regarding options and questions the city needed to address. There was a brief discussion regarding the county wanting to push these developments on the city because they have no way of handling wastewater systems but acknowledge it is becoming a problem in the county. There was a brief discussion on wastewater treatment plants, what they can service, how much they cost and how the county needs to agree to an established outline from the city. Mr. Andersen asked if the county had approved this development and Mr. Thompson stated they had not but had asked him to present this to the city first to get an opinion. Mr. Dunn stated the county was working very diligently on a CIP and that would have an impact on this type of issue. There was a brief discussion concerning getting the engineer involved on what the treatment plant could sustain. 
City Annexation Update-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was the city annexation update and turned the time over to the representative for their presentation. 
Paula Sessions, Planning and Zoning Assistant, stated that this item was on the last meeting’s agenda and no one had shown up and she wanted to make that known that it was a miscommunication between herself and Thompson Engineering and that no message had been relayed to Kevin Thompson. Mrs. Sessions apologized to the council and to Mr. Thompson for this lack of communication. 
Kevin Thompson of Thompson Engineering, 215 Farnsworth Way, stated he had taken the assessor’s map had marked in brown where the county subdivisions were located in relationship to the city. Mr. Thompson explained some of the infrastructure in the various developments. Mr. Thompson stated that what he was working on was making the city limits regular and even and to get rid of the pockets of county and try to come up with a proposed annexation. Mr. Dunn stated he hoped they were category A annexations and Mr. Thompson stated there was a little of each. Mr. Thompson stated he would present the information and then allow the city to make the decision on how to proceed. Mr. Thompson explained the aerial map in the background, the existing city boundaries in red and the proposed new boundaries in green. Mr. Thompson stated he had had conversations with property owners that want to be annexed, and there were parcels that the front was in-city limits while the backyards were not and that had all been reviewed. Mr. Thompson explained there were numbers on the map and the corresponding names and went over a few of the items and gave explanations as to why they were being considered for annexation. Mr. Thompson suggested having anyone else that wishes to annex in the future be required to tie into Idaho coordinates so that it cleans up lines and there would be no “gaps” like some of those present in the city currently. Mr. Thompson distributed copies of the map to the council members. Councilman Blackburn asked about the hearing process and how the city could make the community aware of what was happening. There was a brief discussion regarding the city taxes that would impact these property owners. Councilman Simonson asked Mr. Thompson if he could tell by this map how many properties would be added to city services and the city’s expense and Mr. Thompson stated that many of these properties are already connected to city services. Councilman Simonson asked if there was any way of finding out for sure beforehand and Mr. Thompson stated he probably could. Councilman Simonson explained this would be helpful so the city could have a cost estimate when the annexations were complete. Councilman Day interjected and stated that just because a piece of property gets annexed it does not mean the city has to provide services. Mrs. Kerbs stated that if a property decides they want services then they have to pay for it not the city. Mr. Thompson stated the next step would be to decide if these boundaries were acceptable, hold the public hearings and then finalize the map and boundary description and record with the State. Councilman Blackburn stated there may be people at these public hearings that are not going to want the annexation and wanted to know where the city needed to back off. Mr. Dunn explained there are different categories, A, B, and C annexations and gave a brief explanation of each one. There was a brief discussion regarding the hearing process, requirements and possible doing this in phases. There was a brief discussion regarding proceeding with the category A annexations. 
WWTP Engineering-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was the wastewater treatment plant engineering and turned the time over to the representative for their presentation.
Jim Mullen of Keller and Associates, City Engineer, stated he had been present at the last meeting to give an update regarding the construction on the treatment plant and to also consider extending their contract over that plant. Mr. Mullen explained the initial budget for inspections had been set up for 8 months and they had committed to extend those inspections as long as they could. Mr. Mullen explained that due to this they ran out of budget back in December and had met with the Mayor to discuss this and had been placed on the agenda. Mr. Mullen explained what their services entailed and the anticipated completion date of the plant and the need to extend the contract to $111,600 on a not to exceed basis. Mr. Mullen stated he was here tonight to formally ask for this extension on their contract. Councilman Day stated there was a possibility the project could be completed sooner and asked if that meant this cost would be less and Mr. Mullen stated that was correct. Councilman Blackburn asked if there was a possibility of more change orders before the completion of this project and Mr. Mullen stated he didn’t foresee any. Councilman Blackburn asked if there was a reason this wasn’t foreseen that the money would run out and Mr. Mullen stated that due to the work load he hadn’t really looked at the budget until later on and stated that was an oversight on his part. Councilman Blackburn asked if this new amount would be sufficient and Mr. Mullen stated that he believed it to be. Councilman Simonson moved to approve extending the engineering contract for the Wastewater Treatment Plant for the $111,600. Councilman Maloney seconded. Mr. Dunn asked where the money was coming from and Mrs. Kerbs explained it was projected that with the current user rates there would be the money in the sewer fund to cover this expense. All were in favor. 
Other Council Business-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was other council business and turned the time over to the council for anything they wanted to discuss or disclose. 

Mr. Dunn stated he had a couple items with the first being pursuant to Idaho Code 50-608 the council will need to decide upon and appoint a new Mayor. Mr. Dunn explained this was a decision from within the council. Mr. Dunn explained this person would take the Mayor seat and then pursuant to Idaho Code 50-704 he would then appoint a new council member to take his vacant seat. Mr. Dunn stated this would need to be on the next meeting’s agenda. 

Mr. Dunn stated his next item was the county had asked him to approach the city about 400 North between the Annis Highway and Rigby Lake Drive. Mr. Dunn explained they would like an MOU from the city indicating they would take on the responsibility of that section. Councilman Day asked if there was a reason they wanted this and Mr. Dunn explained the city had allowed this developer to cut into the road to extend services and the county did not want to be responsible for the repairs to that section of road. Councilman Simonson moved to authorize Mr. Dunn to draft an MOU with the county for 400 North. Councilman Blackburn seconded. Councilman Smith asked if this road would be to city standards and inspected before the city were to agree to take it over. Mrs. Kerbs stated this was part of the Development Agreement with the developer. Councilman Smith asked if the Public Works Director had been out there and Mrs. Kerbs stated that was correct. There was a brief discussion regarding the costs associated with taking over the road. Councilman Day asked if taking on this responsibility was in the best interest of the county and Mr. Dunn stated he couldn’t answer that because it would be city utilities in the roadway and if they ever needed repaired this would be the best but other than that it was a city decision. Councilman Day stated the State has roadways that have utilities in them in the right-of-way and they allow people to repair them all the time without making them take ownership of the road. Councilman Smith asked what would happen if this was voted down and Mr. Dunn stated the county would continue to maintain the road which they don’t want to do because the city just allowed it to be disturbed. Councilman Day stated he wasn’t saying yes or no but rather to have time to discuss this and make sure it was something the city really wanted to do. Councilman Marriott asked what the specifics of the contract were and Mrs. Kerbs stated she believed it to state they would replace the road but wasn’t sure and would need time to review the document. Councilman Blackburn asked what the main concern of the county was and Mr. Dunn stated they didn’t want to be responsible for the infrastructure under the road. Councilman Simonson stated that after everything said he would like to withdraw his motion and wait until the road was repaired and discuss it again at that time. Councilman Blackburn stated that he would withdraw his second. 
Councilman Maloney stated that on Saturday, April 11, 2009 over at the Museum they were having a book signing for Patricia and Marjorie Scott from 1:30 to 4:30 p.m. Councilman Maloney stated the Mayor and council have been invited to attend. 

Police Chief Larry Anderson stated on June 12th there will be the Stampede Parade and then on the Saturday before July 4th they will close Main Street for a Kid’s Parade and on July 18th there was a request to close off Main Street from Clark to State to do a pancake breakfast fundraiser for the library from 5:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. 
Approval of Bills-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the bills and asked if there were any questions or concerns. 

Councilman Marriott asked about the impact fee of $27,000 on page 3 and Mrs. Kerbs stated that because the city had entered into an agreement with the county with BBC the city was responsible for the portion that was city even though Planning and Zoning rejected it. Councilman Day asked if that information could be reused and Mrs. Kerbs stated the information was the city’s and whether the city went with that company or a different one that information was available. There was a brief discussion regarding what had happened with the impact study. Councilman Marriott stated that on the top of page 8 there was a fee for garbage truck repairs and he knew the city currently owned 3 trucks and asked if the city was planning to get rid of one and Mrs. Kerbs stated that was correct. Mrs. Kerbs stated the repairs listed were performed on the new truck. Councilman Marriott in the middle of page 8 there is water engineering and asked if this was now 85% paid and Mrs. Kerbs stated that was correct. Councilman Maloney stated on page 6 there was the power bill for the Recreation Center and asked if that was for one month and Mrs. Kerbs stated that was correct. Councilman Maloney asked if that included heat as well and Mrs. Kerbs stated that it did. Councilman Maloney stated on page 1 there was a charge from Floral Classics for Andersen and asked what that was and Mrs. Kerbs explained that Judy Bridges, Utility Billing/Deputy Clerk, had a brother that passed away and so an arrangement had been sent from the city. Councilman Day moved to approve payment of the bills. Councilman Smith seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of Minutes-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of minutes and asked if there were any questions or corrections. 

Mrs. Kerbs stated there was a correction she had made note of the correction of Councilman Day versus Councilman Maloney. Mrs. Kerbs also stated Councilman Blackburn had indicated a correction on page 1 as well. Lavona Young stated there needed to be a correction on her statement in the minutes. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the minutes as amended. Councilman Simonson abstained. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Public Comment-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

Paul Hepworth, 571 Aspen Drive, stated he had a question on the renewal of the contract for Keller and Associates. Mr. Hepworth stated the paper had indicated the construction was ahead of schedule and yet their contract was behind. Mr. Hepworth asked how this happened and Mr. Mullen stated their contract had been for 8 months but the construction project was for 17 months and there had been no amendment from the original contract. Mr. Hepworth asked if the savings from the actual bids were being passed onto the city and Mr. Mullen stated this was done as a lump sum bid and so they were fixed costs. Mr. Hepworth stated he had attended the meetings with BBC as a member of the homeowner’s association and didn’t think they were to collect until those fees were adopted. Mrs. Kerbs stated it was her understanding that the fees still needed to be paid but when the CIP and impact are adopted the money already spent can be recouped. Mr. Hepworth stated he wasn’t aware there had been any contract with BBC and Mrs. Kerbs explained there had been one at the very beginning. 

Lavona Young, 301 Idaho Avenue, stated she was wondering if the contractors wanting to connect into the sewer have sat down with the city. Miss Young suggested having them sit down and compare costs on street lights and other stuff. Miss Young stated she agreed to wait on the decision for 400 North as it is too much of a financial burden for the city. 

Executive Session Pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 Subsection B & F-Personnel & Legal Counsel-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was executive session. Mrs. Kerbs stated that Mike McCowin, Building Official/Public Works Director, had wanted to speak to the council under executive session but because he is home ill there would be nothing to discuss. It was decided to forego executive session.

Councilman Marriott stated this was not on the agenda but there is a presentation in Boise on April 16th and stated he is admittedly not a good presenter and asked if there was anyone else that would like to do this. Mrs. Kerbs stated it was a 15 minute presentation. Jim Mullen stated he was going to be there as well and it was discussed that Urban Renewal would be there as well. Mr. Mullen stated there had been a concern over the historical turmoil in the City of Rigby and there had been some discussion regarding the fact that things are better and more stable now. There was a brief discussion on the presentation and what needed to be included. 
Mrs. Kerbs asked if there was anything they needed to discuss regarding the financial letter. Councilman Blackburn stated he looked at this and pulled up some financial information the various institutions and highlighted some of the areas he looked at in his profession. Councilman Blackburn explained what he looked at and what those numbers meant. 

Councilman Marriott stated that in consideration for a new Mayor he wanted to point out that he was 78 years old and didn’t feel the city needed an old Mayor. Councilman Marriott stated that his term on council would be up this fall as well. Councilman Marriott also stated that he felt anyone of the gentlemen on the council would be a good fit for Mayor. Councilman Maloney asked how much time needed to be devoted to city hall in a week and Councilman Marriott stated that Mrs. Kerbs would know that better than anyone. Councilman Marriott stated the city was getting to a point where it could become a full-time job. There was a brief discussion regarding stimulus money, going after grants, marrying people, presenting awards and other responsibilities. Councilman Simonson stated that he currently had a new business he was trying to get up and running and didn’t think he could devote the time to being Mayor. Councilman Day stated he would jump in and help whoever took the position. Councilman Blackburn asked Councilman Marriott if he would feel comfortable serving the remainder of the time as Mayor. Councilman Marriott stated he didn’t want to take the opportunity from someone else to become more familiar with the city when he is done this fall regardless. Councilman Maloney suggested the possibility of looking into a City Manager due to all the workload as he didn’t think anyone of the council had the kind of time to devote that apparently needed to be and felt this City Manager could take some of the workload. Councilman Smith stated he doesn’t really want to be the Mayor but would do it and also stated he does have some free time but also stated he probably won’t run for re-election regardless of what he does. Councilman Smith also stated he didn’t feel he had the appearance to be Mayor. There was a brief discussion regarding the transition to Mayor at this time. 

Councilman Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 10:38 p.m.  
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
