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Councilman Marriott welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Councilman Blackburn who invited everyone to join him in the pledge of allegiance. Councilman Marriott then turned the time over to Councilman Maloney who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Councilman Maloney, Councilman Smith, Councilman Marriott, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Blackburn and Councilman Day. 

Appointment and Swearing in of Mayor-

Councilman Marriott stated the next item on the agenda was the appointment and swearing in of Mayor. Councilman Marriott stated he had a couple things he would like to read into record so the audience was aware of what was happening and why. Councilman Marriott stated the first was State Statute 50-608 and read that into the record as follows:

Vacancy in office of mayor. In case of a temporary vacancy in the office of mayor due to absence or disability, the president of the council shall exercise the office of mayor during such disability or temporary absence, and until the mayor shall return. When a vacancy occurs in the office of mayor by reason of death, resignation or permanent disability, the city council shall fill the vacancy from within or without the council as may be deemed in the best interests of the city, which appointee shall serve until the next general city election, at which election a mayor shall be elected for the full four (4) year term.
Councilman Marriott explained that when the Mayor is appointed from within the council then State Statute 50-704 comes in to play and read that into the record as follows:

Vacancies -- Appointment. A vacancy on the council shall be filled by appointment made by the mayor with the consent of the council, which appointee shall serve only until the next general city election, at which such vacancy shall be filled for the balance of the original term.
Councilman Marriott stated at this time the time was open for the discussion and appointment of Mayor. Councilman Maloney stated the last meeting had opened routinely and then had the surprise resignation of Mayor Brown and felt the reality of that has set in and wanted to take a moment and thank Mayor Brown for the hard work that he has done for this city. Councilman Maloney stated these were some big shoes to fill and moved to appoint Councilman Keith Smith as Mayor. Councilman Simonson seconded. Councilman Marriott expressed his opinion that any member of this council would do a good job as Mayor. Robin Dunn, City Attorney, stated that each member of the council were good to work with, they are serious when they need to be and felt Councilman Smith would do a good job. All were in favor. On a roll call vote:

Councilman Marriott then asked Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, to swear in Councilman Keith Smith as Mayor. 

Councilman Marriott then yielded the meeting over to Mayor Smith. 

Mayor Smith stated he had been reminded that two years ago the city faced the resignation of the Mayor and explained that was where the similarities ended. Mayor Smith stated two years ago it was quite a challenge for Mayor Brown but he managed to get the city out of the gutter and back on track. Mayor Smith stated it was now his job with the help of this council to keep the city in that direction and felt there were good people to do the job. Mayor Smith stated he was born in Rigby and looked forward to serving the city. 

Airport Lease for Off-Site-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the airport lease for off-site and turned the tine over to Councilman Day for his presentation. 

Councilman Day distributed copies of an airport lease to the members of the council and explained this lease had been given by the Airport Board for review. Councilman Day stated they would like the attorney and the council to review it for any corrections and then approve. Mr. Dunn explained he had received this lease some time ago and had explained to the board that he worked for the city and not the board. Mr. Dunn stated he had told them to bring it before the council and then he would do as the council directed. Councilman Blackburn asked Mr. Dunn if he’d had a chance to review the document and what his thoughts were and Mr. Dunn explained it had been some time since he had seen it but thought it was pretty standard but would like time to review it before making any recommendations. Mr. Dunn stated he had determined what they were asking for and explained to the council the hangars are within the walls or fences within the city owned property except for 2. Mr. Dunn stated these 2 hangars still use the city property and then there’s a provision for the fuel they receive as well. Councilman Blackburn asked if the appropriate motion would be to allow the Mayor to sign once Mr. Dunn had reviewed and approved it and Mr. Dunn stated that would be very much appropriate. Mr. Dunn suggested having the building inspector review the square footage and dollar amounts listed prior to his approval. Mike McCowin, Building Official/Public Works Director, was present in the meeting and indicated his willingness to help with this project. Councilman Blackburn moved to authorize the Mayor to sign the contract once the city attorney had reviewed the document. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 
Other Council Business-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was other council business and turned the time over to the council for anything they needed to disclose or discuss. 

Councilman Marriott stated he would like to make a comment on the trip to Boise for the matching funds for the $500,000 grant that had been applied for. Councilman Marriott explained the presentation had been made by Councilman Blackburn and Connie Moore and wanted everyone to know that presentation had gone very well. Mayor Smith thanked those that had taken the time to go to Boise and present to the committee. 
Mayor Smith stated that his council seat was vacant due to his being appoint Mayor and explained that he would like to see that seat filled as quickly as possible. Mayor Smith asked if each member of the council could return with at least two names for possible candidates. 

Approval of Bills-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the bills and asked if there were any questions or comments. 

Councilman Marriott asked about an item on page 4 for the snow hauling and asked if that was just a late invoice. Rick Lamoreaux, Street/Park/Sanitation Supervisor, explained the charge was for the snow removal on January 26th but they had not turned in the invoice until just recently. Councilman Day moved to approve payment of the bills. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 

Approval of Minutes-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes and asked if there were any corrections or comments. 

Councilman Blackburn referred to page 7, second paragraph, and asked about Nile Hall’s comment and inquired whether that was reduced by $1.75 or if it was more than that. Councilman Marriott stated he thought it was $2.00. There was a brief discussion on changing this or leaving it as indicted by the record. Councilman Marriott stated that on page 12, center of page, it indicates that Councilman Maloney stated on Saturday, April 11, 2009 at the Museum there would be a book signing for Patricia Redmann and asked if that was correct. There was a brief discussion and then Councilman Maloney stated it was for Patricia and Marjorie Scott. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the minutes as amended. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. 

Mayor Smith explained the council had received information regarding the wastewater treatment plant and although no one from Keller and Associates was present stated it was nice to see how well that project was coming along. There was a brief discussion regarding some of the testing that was currently going on at the treatment plant, the scheduled interviews for a Class II Operator, and the end of June completion date. 
Public Comment-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was for public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

No public comment was given. 

Councilman Marriott stated there was a young scout present working on a badge and asked if he understood the proceedings or if he had any questions. Mr. Dunn asked what badge he was working on and the young man indicated Citizenship in the Community. There was a brief discussion regarding everything this badge entails. 
Councilman Blackburn moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:27 p.m.
