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Mayor Smith welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Joseph Ricks who invited everyone to join him in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Smith then turned the time over to Councilman Simonson who gave the prayer.

Paula Sessions, P&Z Administrator, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Marriott, Councilman Simonson and Councilman Day. Those absent: Councilman Blackburn and Councilwoman Poole.
Pancake Breakfast/Bed Race-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was regarding the pancake breakfast/bed race and turned the time over to the representative for the presentation. 

Naomi Schilling stated she was one of the organizers for the first annual pancake breakfast and bed races. Mrs. Schilling stated the other organizers were Shirley Peterson and Kimberly Schneider. Mrs. Schilling stated she was present this evening to give an update on the event since last February when she had spoken to Police Chief Larry Anderson. Mrs. Schilling stated she had a brochure and poster for each member of the council for their review. Mrs. Schilling explained they had received their permit from the Health Department and have met all the requirements for the preparation of the food for the event. Mrs. Schilling explained they had portable grills and the sponsors had donated all the food and supplies they will be using. Mrs. Schilling explained the poster shows all the sponsors that have donated money, items in kind or food for this event. Mrs. Schilling stated the bed race was to support the Rigby Public Library and explained all the proceeds will be divided between the library and school district 251. Mrs. Schilling explained there would be straw bales on both sides of the street which would be not only for a place to sit but also for safety. Mrs. Schilling stated they had a clean-up crew and push brooms so the mess would be taken care of by the committee. Mrs. Schilling explained there would be barricades to block off the street from in front of the library to the end of the block towards Maverik. Mrs. Schilling stated they would be set up and start cooking between 4 and 5 in the morning and be done by noon or 1 o’clock. Councilman Maloney asked if the fundraising was mainly the breakfast and Mrs. Schilling stated that was correct. Mrs. Schilling stated it was $5 for adults, $3 for youth and children under 4 are free. Councilman Maloney asked if there were going to be vendors and Mrs. Schilling stated they had been contacted by a few vendors and talked to the businesses along the street that are interested in doing sidewalk sales during this event as well. Mrs. Schilling stated they had approximately $3,000 in sponsorships and knew of 10 beds that were being constructed for the race. 
Veteran Park-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the Veteran Park and turned the time over to Gary Williams for his presentation. 

Gary Williams stated he was with the VFW regarding the Veteran’s Memorial. Mr. Williams stated that some time ago Councilman Blackburn had come to him regarding the concern of vandalism to the memorial and there had been a discussion regarding installing some cameras. Mr. Williams stated he had looked into that option and had Peak Alarm come over and look at the area and they talked about overhead or underground cables. Mr. Williams stated that in order to get a clear signal because of the trees and power lines they would need to do the underground option. Mr. Williams stated he had gone out and measured and found it to be 1,530. Mr. Williams stated their bid came in at roughly $1,700 including the two cameras, transreceiver, receiver, power supply and sales tax and they would also provide all the supplies for an additional $900 for a total of $2,600. Mr. Williams stated he was present this evening asking if the city would consider furnishing the trenching for this project. Councilman Maloney asked how deep the trench needed to be and Mr. Williams stated 18 inches and knew to contact digline to have services located prior to any work being done. Mr. Williams stated that on the backside of the memorial there is some landscaping of flowers and shrubs planned and stated he had talked with High Desert Decorative Curbing and they discussed putting in curbing to create a mow strip and that they would donate it to the memorial. Mr. Williams explained there were some rose bushes just behind the memorial next to the tank that could have the curbing placed around it for $200. Mr. Williams stated Eckersell stated he would prune and care for the rose bushes. Mr. Williams stated he was there this evening to ask for the trenching and $200 to help with the memorial. Mr. Williams stated he also wanted everyone to know that Paula Sessions was donating her time by typing the names to be placed on the memorial wall and wanted to thank her for that. Mayor Smith asked when the trenching would need to be done and Mr. Williams stated this fall would be nice and then the cameras could be done at a later time. 
Other Council Business-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was other council business and turned the time over to the council for anything they wanted to discuss or disclose. 
Councilman Day stated at the last meeting there had been discussion of withholding a sewer line payment for Knife River and asked if that was the final payment or any other information on that. Mrs. Sessions stated it was her understanding this was not 100% complete but was the final payment. 

Approval of Bills-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and asked if there were any questions or concerns. 

Councilman Day moved to approve payment of the bills. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Approval of Minutes-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of minutes and asked if there were any corrections or changes. 

Mrs. Sessions stated she noticed a typo on page 4 last paragraph and would get that corrected. Councilman Simonson moved to approve the minutes as amended. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 

Public Comment-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

Mr. Dunn acknowledged the scouts in the room and asked they stand and give their names and what badge they were working towards.

Councilman Simonson moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Marriott seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:24 p.m.
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
