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Mayor Smith welcomed everyone to the meeting and turned the time over to Eric Bayer who invited everyone to join him in the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Smith then turned the time over to Councilman Marriott who gave the prayer.

Jeanne Kerbs, City Clerk/Treasurer, performed roll call. Those present were: Mayor Smith, Councilman Maloney, Councilman Marriott, Councilman Simonson, Councilman Blackburn, Councilwoman Poole and Councilman Day. 

Mayor Smith asked if the council would consider amending the agenda to include an executive session for the purpose of acquiring an interest in real property. Councilman Blackburn moved to amend the agenda to include the executive session. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor.

Public Hearing-Amended Plat-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was a public hearing for an amended plat and turned the time over to Bill Banta for his presentation. 
Bill Banta of Freedom Construction, stated he has applied for a re-plat of a piece of property which is located at the corner of Stockham Boulevard and Annis Highway. Mr. Banta explained this property is where the Gardens Assisted Living is being constructed. Mr. Banta explained the reason for this re-plat was solely for financing. Mr. Banta gave a brief explanation of the financing process he had to go through. Mr. Banta explained there would be no changes for the city or any of the surrounding neighbors. Councilman Marriott stated he had been there to visit friends and stated it was a very nice facility. 
Mayor Smith asked if there was anyone that wanted to speak in favor. No testimony was given.

Mayor Smith asked if there was anyone that wanted to speak against. No testimony was given.

Mayor Smith asked if there was anyone that wanted to speak neutral. No testimony was given.

Mayor Smith closed the public hearing at 7:05 p.m. and turned the time over to the council for deliberation. Councilman Blackburn asked Paula Sessions, Planning and Zoning Administrator, if there was anything that needed to be addressed. Mrs. Sessions explained the request was pretty straight forward and had met all the requirements. Mrs. Sessions explained this property had originally been two lots and Mr. Banta had had to apply for an amended plat to make it one lot and because of that had to re-apply for an amended plat to divide it once again. Mrs. Sessions explained the concerns of the commission were whether this was merely for financing and if he had intentions of selling and Mr. Banta had indicated it was for financing and that he had no intentions to sell. Mrs. Sessions explained there had been no one present at the planning and zoning meeting and there had been no testimony given. Councilman Blackburn asked about the zoning and if that changed with this amendment and Mrs. Sessions explained the property would remain Commercial and that Mr. Banta had not requested any zone change. Mrs. Sessions explained this amendment did not change any of the zoning, taxation or anything else for any of the surrounding properties. Councilman Day asked how the property was being split and Mrs. Sessions explained the line on the plat that would be the lots. Councilman Day stated he noticed the line came very close to one of the buildings and Mrs. Sessions stated in commercial zoning the buildings can be built on what is called zero-lot-line when it’s adjacent to another commercial lot and that was how he was allowed to split the lot that way. Mr. Banta interjected saying that he had met with Mike McCowin, Building Official/Public Works Director, prior to this split and was complying with fire separation and other building concerns. Councilman Maloney moved to approve the amended plat as presented. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. 

Veteran Park Improvements-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the Veteran Park improvements and turned the time over to Gary Williams for his presentation.

Gary Williams of the VFW, distributed some documents to the council. Mr. Williams reminded the council he had been present a few weeks ago asking for help on some trenchwork. Mr. Williams stated he had rented a small trencher and had tried to do some of the work himself and explained it did not work with all the rocks that are in the area where the trench needs to be placed. Mr. Williams stated the wires and the conduit has already been purchased and were ready to be installed once the trench was completed. Mr. Williams gave a brief explanation on some of the issues with the sprinkler, the shelter and the memorial. Mr. Williams referred to the documents he had distributed and talked about the different line items and which were part of the memorial and those that he would like the city to participate with covering. Mayor Smith stated to the council that Mr. Williams was asking for $603.50 from the city and has explained the reasons for that. Councilman Marriott stated that since this was for an improvement to a Rigby City Park he would make the motion to approve the request for $603.50 for improvements. Councilwoman Poole seconded. There was a brief discussion regarding where the money would come from. All were in favor. 

Other Council Business-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was other council business and turned the time over to the council for any items they wanted to discuss or disclose. 

Councilman Marriott referred to the handout from Single Stream Recycling he had received and explained that he felt it was a good idea and explained it was on a voluntary basis. There was a brief discussion regarding the benefits of this endeavor. Councilman Blackburn stated he felt this person should come in and present something to the council. There was a brief discussion on getting this information to the public. 

Mayor Smith stated he had a couple items to discuss and explained the first is Governor Otter is coming to town on August 12th at 11:00 a.m. out at the High School. Mayor Smith explained this visit was in reference to the stimulus money for the Highway 48 Project. Mayor Smith suggested the council attend and show support. 

Mayor Smith stated his next item was regarding two weeks ago when Mr. Hopkins from Idaho Bus Bench Company presented a request to maintain the city benches. Mayor Smith explained the council had directed Mr. Hopkins to meet with Urban Renewal regarding the benches so it didn’t interfere with their plans for the downtown revitalization project. Mayor Smith stated Mr. Hopkins had met with them as suggested and explained that Mr. Hopkins had come up with a map showing the proposed bench placement areas and also submitted a copy of the contract. There was a brief discussion regarding the map and the placements. Councilman Day asked if the city had been able to contact the owners of the current benches and Mrs. Kerbs stated there was no information available on who owns them. Councilman Day asked if this was accepted should the city put those existing benches in storage for a few months just as a precaution and Rick Lamoreaux, Park/Street/Sanitation Supervisor, felt this would be a good idea. There was a brief discussion regarding the length of time, restrictions, possible ICRMP concerns and other city control along with the terms of the contract. Councilman Blackburn stated he would like to check with other area cities for the rates on their benches. Councilman Blackburn moved to table the bench contract to allow Mr. Dunn time to obtain additional information and readdress at the next meeting. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. 
Police Chief Larry Anderson explained some of the problems his office has encountered regarding the camera system over in the skate park. Chief Anderson explained some of the damage that had been done in the skate park. Chief Anderson stated they had had to track down the people responsible for the install for an explanation regarding how it works and felt they could have caught this person had the cameras been working like they were supposed to. Councilman Blackburn stated he had received a call from Connie Ward regarding having the link for the cameras on the city website and Chief Anderson and Mayor Smith stated that has already been done. 
Mayor Smith acknowledged the scout in the audience and asked them what badge they were working towards and thanked them for their attendance. 

Councilman Marriott stated he would like to discuss some lots out in Rigby Towne Square that were overwhelmed with weeds. Councilman Marriott asked if there was a way to contact the property owners and notify them of this concern. There was a brief discussion regarding how to obtain the owner information. Councilman Day stated there are a few things in Rigby Towne Square the city needs to be mindful of in future developments and one of those is sidewalk, curb and gutter. Councilman Day explained a few of the parcels that he is referring to and potential problems this could pose for current citizens. Mike McCowin, Building Official/Public Works Director, stated he agreed this needed to be added to all development agreements and explained this was supposed to be part of Professional Plaza’s development. 

Mayor Smith asked Mr. McCowin if he was prepared to discuss Willard Price. Mr. McCowin explained that Mr. Price has done nothing according to the agreement or to even work on things with the city. Mr. McCowin stated he would like to get with Mr. Dunn and see what legal steps need to be taken and pursue Mr. Price. Councilman Day asked if the legal description had been corrected and Mr. McCowin stated that it had. 
Approval of Bills-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and asked if there were any questions or concerns. 

Councilman Marriott referred to page 4 and asked about the striping and Mr. Lamoreaux explained the charges and how much work was left to be completed. Councilman Day referred to page 6 and asked about the sewer cleaning that shows in FY 06-07. Mrs. Kerbs explained that Mr. Coles was to do the sewer cleaning and there were some problems that caused ICRMP claims, the engineer asked for liability insurance that was never provided. Mrs. Kerbs explained this money had been set aside to pay this bill and had finally cleared it up to approve payment. Councilman Marriott stated right below that was a 400 N sewer line for $2,000 and Mrs. Kerbs explained this was the last of the bills that HBH was doing for testing. Councilman Day moved to approve payment of the bills. Councilman Simonson seconded. All were in favor.
Approval of Minutes-
Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes and asked if there were any corrections or comments. 
Councilman Maloney stated the first page says the 17th and needs to be the 7th. Councilman Marriott stated he didn’t agree with the word licensure and needed to be spelled correctly or changed. Councilman Day stated on page 4, 4th line down the word not needed to be added to the line. Councilman Blackburn moved to approve the minutes as corrected. Councilwoman Poole seconded.  All were in favor. 
Public Comment-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was public comment and turned the time over to the audience. 

Gary Williams stated he had forgotten to add one thing regarding the Veteran’s Memorial. Mr. Williams explained he had been out there the other day and kids were playing all over the tank and was concerned over one of them getting hurt. Mr. Williams stated he would like to see a chain link fence placed around it like other areas or even placing a sign that asks people to stay off the tank. Mr. Williams stated he would like them to think about the options. 
Executive Session-Pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345, Subsection 1-C-

Mayor Smith stated the next item on the agenda was executive session and asked for a motion. 

Councilman Blackburn moved to enter into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345 subsection 1-C. Councilman Day seconded. All were in favor. Regular council meeting was adjourned and executive session began at 8:00 p.m.

Mayor Smith closed executive session and reconvened regular council meeting at 8:42 p.m. 

Councilman Simonson moved to adjourn the meeting. Councilman Maloney seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 8:43 p.m.
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
