Planning & Zoning Meeting Minutes

May 8, 2008

7:00 p.m.

Those present: Chairperson Rochette, Commissioners Dee Johnson, Gerd Zimmermann, Miriam Ogden, David Munson, Kenny Smith, and Robin Dunn, P&Z Attorney.  Those absent: Commissioner Hirschi

Chairperson Rochette called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. 

Chairperson Rochette asked if there were any conflicts of interest. No conflicts were stated. 

Chairperson Rochette asked if there were any ex parte communications. No ex parte communications were stated. 

Conditional Use Permit-Nielson Bodily & Associates-

Chairperson Rochette stated the next item on the agenda was a Conditional Use Permit application for a parking lot by Nielson Bodily and Associates and turned the time over to their representative for the presentation. 
Terry Bradshaw, 7770 McKayla Drive, Nampa, Idaho, stated he is the real estate manager for the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints. Mr. Bradshaw stated he was there tonight with Scott Nielson of Nielson Bodily and Associates to present a request for a parking lot by the red brick church on Highway 48. Mr. Bradshaw explained they had been present about 3 months ago with a conditional use request for parking in another location for this same church and received approval for that. Mr. Bradshaw stated they were back to request some additional parking on some property they recently purchased. Mr. Bradshaw explained how some of this property was off about 10 feet in the legal descriptions and so they met with the Pettingill’s who own property directly to the south. Mr. Bradshaw stated there was a house and shed on the property that would be removed and there would be a 6 foot vinyl fence along this property carried right to 3rd West. Mr. Bradshaw stated they had worked out an agreement to adjust boundary lines with the Pettingill’s so they could straighten the lines. 
Commissioner Zimmermann asked about the lighting that was agreed upon with the other property and wondered if that would be carried out with this piece. Mr. Bradshaw stated that had not been finalized and Mr. Nielson stood and gave a brief explanation of what the proposed plan for lighting would be. Commissioner Ogden what the gray areas on the map would be and Mr. Nielson stated those were no parking striped areas. Commissioner Smith asked if this proposal meant the parking lot would now be accessible from 3rd West and Mr. Nielson stated that was correct. Commissioner Smith asked how much property was being transferred to the Pettingill’s and Mr. Bradshaw stated approximately 7 feet. Commissioner Smith asked if that was straight across measurements and Mr. Bradshaw stated it was 7 feet at 3rd West and then tapered down to just under 5 feet at the end of the property. 
Chairperson Rochette opened the public hearing and asked for any testimony in favor.

Gary Pettingill, 260 S. 3rd West, stated he owns the property adjacent to the South of the property being discussed this evening. Mr. Pettingill stated that he and his wife stated the boundaries have now been settled and is ok with approving this request.

Chairperson Rochette stated no one else had signed to give testimony to this and so she closed the public hearing at 7:12 p.m. and turned the time over to the board for deliberation. 

Commissioner Ogden stated she thought this was a good idea. Commissioner Smith moved to accept the Conditional Use Permit as proposed. Commissioner Munson seconded. All were in favor. 

Commissioner Smith moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Ogden seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
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
