Planning and Zoning Meeting 

April 14, 2011

Those present were: Chairperson Orme, Commissioner Barker, Commissioner Brown, and Commissioner Taylor. Those absent: Commissioner Bennett, Commissioner Richardson and Commissioner Warner.  

Chairperson Orme called the meeting to order at 7:18 p.m. 

Commissioner Barker asked if they had a quorum and Paula Sessions, Planning and Zoning Administrator, stated the requirement was fifty percent (50 %) plus one. 

Chairperson Orme stated the only item on their regular agenda was the approval of the minutes from the March 10, 2011 meeting and asked if there were any questions, comments or corrections. Commissioner Brown moved to approve the minutes as written. Commissioner Taylor seconded. All were in favor.

Mrs. Sessions stated the minutes are added to the website after they are approved and explained the reason there aren’t any currently is because there haven’t been any meetings. Mrs. Sessions stated there have been work sessions and explained those are not recorded and so no minutes would be approved or posted. Mrs. Sessions explained the last two meeting minutes could not be approved as there was no longer a quorum to approve them. Commissioner Barker asked if the March 10th minutes would be posted and Mrs. Sessions stated they would be. 
Chairperson Orme stated there were no other agenda items and indicated he would entertain a motion to adjourn. Commissioner Brown moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Barker seconded. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 7:23 p.m. 
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
